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1.  Suspect arrested

On April 21, at approximately 11:40 AM, a lone male entered a pharmacy situated along the 2500 block of Baseline Road.  A demand was made for prescription drugs.  The suspect fled the store with an unknown quantity of prescription drugs.  There were no injuries and no weapon was seen.

On April 22, a suspect was arrested in connection with this case. Andrew LABRECQUE, age 45 of Ottawa, is charged with single counts of robbery and wearing a disguise. Mr. LABRECQUE appears in court next on May 16, 2012.

2,  Sexual assault Elgin and Slater

The Ottawa Police Service Sexual Assault/Child Abuse Section is investigating a suspicious incident that occurred on the corner of Slater St. and Elgin St. on Sunday April 22nd, 2012 at approximately 12:55 am. A 25 year old woman was walking Southbound on Elgin Street., when an unknown male approached from behind, put his hand on her face alleging that it contained a bodily substance. 
The suspect is described as a Caucasian Male, 5’7” to 5’8”, 25 to 35 years old, medium build wearing a beige coat and possibly a red hat.

3.  Ottawa Police search for evidence
The Ottawa Police Service search for evidence led by the Major Crime Section has yielded human remains. The search is part of the ongoing police investigation concerning Camille Cleroux, 58 year old of Ottawa.

It is expected that the dig will continue for a few days. The unearthed human remains will be sent to the Centre for Forensic Science and Medicine in Toronto for assessment and forensic identification.

This process will likely take from a few weeks to months to complete.

There is no further information available at this time as this remains an ongoing police investigation.

5.  Help needed to identify robbery suspect

The Ottawa Police Service is seeking the public’s assistance in identifying a robbery suspect. 
On March 23, 2012, at approximately 5:00 am, a victim in his seventies was at a gas station situated along the 100 block of Montreal Road when he was approached by a lone male suspect. The suspect assisted the victim pumping gas and ultimately was provided a short drive by the victim. The suspect was able to obtain the victim’s cellular phone and in the discussion to have the phone returned, a demand was made for money. The victim parked his car and in the process of going for assistance was tackled to the ground. The suspect was scared off and fled with the victim’s cellular phone. 
The suspect is described as being a Caucasian male, approximately 5 feet 10 inches (178 centimeters) and slim build. The male identified himself as Eric but it is unknown if this is his proper given name (see attached image.)

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1.  Suspect arrêté

L’Unité des vols du Service de police d’Ottawa vient de porter des accusations relativement à un vol survenu le 21 avril 2012 dans une pharmacie.

Ce jour-là, vers 11 h 40, un suspect se présenta dans une pharmacie du bloc des 2 500 du chemin Baseline. Il exigea des médicaments d’ordonnance. Le suspect s’enfuit des lieux en possession d’une quantité inconnue de médicaments. Aucune arme ne fut aperçue, et personne ne fut blessé.

Le 22 avril, un suspect fut arrêté relativement à cette affaire. Andrew LABRECQUE, un homme d’Ottawa âgé de 45 ans, fut inculpé d’un chef respectif de vol et de port de déguisement. La prochaine comparution de M. LABRECQUE devant les tribunaux est prévue pour le 16 mai 2012.

2.  La Police d’Ottawa à la recherché de preuves

La recherche de preuves du Service de police d’Ottawa menée par la Section des crimes majeurs a permis de retrouver des restes humains. Cette fouille fait partie d’une enquête policière en cours concernant Camille Cléroux, un homme d’Ottawa âgé de 58 ans.

On s’attend à ce que la fouille dure encore quelques jours. Le restes humains déterrés seront envoyés au Centre for Forensic Science and Medicine de Toronto, pour évaluation et identification judiciaire.

Ce processus peut nécessiter de quelques semaines à des mois à compléter.

Aucun autre détail n’est présentement disponible à ce sujet, puisqu’il s’agit là d’une enquête policière en cours.

3.  Suspect recherché par la Police d’Ottawa pour vol
Le Service de police d’Ottawa demande l’aide de la population en vue d’identifier un suspect recherché pour une affaire de vol. 
Le 23 mars 2012 vers 5 h 00, la victime, un septuagénaire, se trouvait à une station service du bloc des 100 du chemin Montréal, lorsqu’il fut abordé par un suspect. Ce dernier aida la victime à faire le plein d’essence et fut par la suite reconduit un peu plus loin par la victime. Le suspect parvint à s’emparer du cellulaire de la victime, et exigea de l’argent en retour de l’appareil. La victime gara sa voiture et  s’en allait chercher de l’aide lorsqu’il fut plaqué au sol par le suspect, qui prit peur et s’enfuit en possession du téléphone cellulaire de la victime. 
Le suspect a été décrit comme étant un homme de race blanche, mesurant environ 1,78 m (5 pi 10 po), et de carrure mince. L’individu prétendait s’appeler Eric, mais on ignore s’il s’agit là de son prénom véritable (voir la photo ci-jointe.)

OPS and By-Law services base their work on call statistics.  The more calls that you make, the more neighbourhood services we receive.  There are three steps to making the call:
a) Deciding which number to phone.
If you have an emergency or see a crime in progress, call 9-1-1.  If your car was broken into or you need police to attend another non-urgent situation, please call the “other emergencies” number (613-230-6211).  To report an incident after it occurred without police attending the scene, please call 613-230-6211 – ext. 7300.  You can reach by-law services at 3-1-1. 
b) Getting a report number. 
When the dispatcher answers, it is a good idea to ask for a report number immediately.  We’ve found that dispatchers sometimes hang up before we get to ask for a number or we forget.  Asking for a report number right away solves these problems.
c) Share your report number and incident.
Please e-mail your report numbers and a brief description of the incident to your Block Captain (if you have one), or directly to us.
 
Importance of Reporting Prostitution and Problem Addresses 
Neighbourhood Watch members can support the police by writing down and phoning in important information such as: vehicle descriptions and license plate numbers (specify Ontario or Quebec) of anyone soliciting prostitutes, descriptions of drug dealers and addresses of crack houses.  

Graffiti
If you spot graffiti, call 3-1-1. Graffiti kits are available from your city councillor.
