Aces in the gym on the second floor of the Hintonburg Community Centre. This will be a
closely contested game and the excitement will be unbearable. Bet early, bet often!

2, OC Transpo bus driver charged

Today, the Ottawa Police Collision Section has charged an OC Transpo bus driver
following an investigation into a collision between an OC Transpo bus and a pedestrian
that occurred at approx. 7:00 pm on April 4, 2012 near the Baseline and Woodroffe
Transit Station.

Gina EATRIDES, 58 years old, of Ottawa has been charged under the City of Ottawa By-
Law 2007-268, Schedule ‘A’ Section 5 (fail to yield right of way to a pedestrian using an
authorised pedestrian crossover).

The 32-year-old male pedestrian suffered life-threatening injuries for which he is still
receiving treatment.

3. _Looking for Matthew Armstrong

Matthew Armstrong is being sought by Police as a result of being in breach of release
conditions stemming from a series of charges, including several pertaining to pharmacy
robberies. Armstrong recently failed to return to his address of record as required. An
arrest warrant has been obtained for Armstrong.

Matthew Armstrong is described as being 77 kgs (170 pounds), 188 cm (6 foot 2) tall,
medium build, brown hair.

4. Ottawa Police officer named to Order of Merit

On May 9, His Excellency the Right Honourable David Johnston Governor General of
Canada and Commander-in-Chief of Canada, presided at the investiture ceremony of the
Order of Merit of the Police Forces.

Ottawa Police officer Sergeant Mark Houldsworth was invested into the order.

“We congratulate Sergeant Houldsworth for his contributions to youth and his
commitment to making Ottawa a safer place to live,” stated Ottawa Police Chief Charles
Bordeleau.

The Order of Merit of the Police Forces was established in October 2000 and honours a
career of exceptional service or distinctive merit displayed by the men and women of the
Canadian Police Services, and recognizes their commitment to this country. The primary
focus is on exceptional merit, contributions to policing and community development.

5. Charges laid in robbery

The Ottawa Police Service has laid charges in connection to a May 6, 2012 retail robbery.

On May 6, at approximately 7:50 pm, a lone suspect entered a retail establishment along
the 200 block of Carruthers Avenue. The suspect was carrying a knife at the time. The
suspect made a demand for cash. As the suspect attempted to flee with a small amount of
cash, a struggle ensued with the store employee. Another person intervened and assisted
the employee in holding the suspect until Police arrived. During the struggle, the store
employee sustained a minor injury for which he was treated at hospital and released.

Kaile James ARCHIBALD, age 25 of no fixed address, is charged with robbery with an
offensive weapon, wearing a disguise, possession of a weapon to commit an offence, and
aggravated Assault.

6. Public intervention helps make arrest

With assistance from the public, the suspect in a March 23 robbery has been identified.
Martin DUPONT, age 35 of no fixed address, has been charged with robbery and two
counts of breach of probation. An arrest warrant has been issued in relation to these
charges. Dupont was arrested in another jurisdiction late last week and remains in
custody.

7. Trio arrested
The Ottawa Police Service has laid charges in connection to a May 2, 2012 street robbery
stemming from the on-line sale of merchandise.

On May 2, arrangements were made to sell a laptop computer through an on-line site.
When the male victim arrived at approximately 7:10 pm, he was met by three males. The
potential buyers indicated they needed to go an automated teller machine to obtain the
needed funds to complete the purchase. As the victim was walking, he was jumped from
behind by the suspects, one of whom was armed with a knife. The laptop computer was
taken and the suspects fled to a vehicle.

The vehicle was located a short time later by uniform officers and two suspects were
arrested without incident. The third suspect was arrested on May 4, 2012 by the Ottawa
Police Service Robbery Unit investigators.

Ridwan RACHID, age 18 of Ottawa, and two young males, ages 16 and 17, are charged
with robbery, possessing a weapon to commit an offence and conspiracy. The 16 -year-
old male is additionally charged with three counts of breach of recognizance and one
count of breach of a Youth Criminal Justice Act sentence. Rachid is to appear in court on
May 31.

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1. Une chauffeuse d’autobus d’OC Transpo inculpée

Aujourd’hui, la Section des enquétes sur les collisions de la Police d’Ottawa a inculpé
une chauffeuse d’autobus d’OC Transpo a la lumiere d’une enquéte concernant une
collision entre un autobus d’OC Transpo et un piéton, survenue le 4 avril 2012 vers 19 h
00, prés du chemin Baseline et de la gare de transit de Woodroffe.




Gina EATRIDES, agé de 58 ans et d’Ottawa, fut inculpée en vertu du reglement
municipal 2007-268, Annexe «Ax» article 5, de la Ville d’Ottawa (Omission de céder le
passage a un piéton traversant le Transitway dans un passage pour piétons autorisé).

Le piéton, agé de 32 ans, a subi des blessures mettant sa vie en péril, pour lesquelles il
continue a recevoir des soins.

2. On recherché Matthew Armstrong

Matthew Armstrong est présentement recherché par la police, ayant enfreint les
conditions de sa mise en liberté. Ces conditions relévent d’une série d’accusations portées
contre lui, dont plusieurs liées a des vols dans des pharmacies. Récemment, Armstrong
n’est pas rentré a son adresse connue, ce qu’il doit obligatoirement faire. L’émission d’un
mandat d’arrestation a son endroit a été recue.

Matthew Armstrong a été decrit comme mesurant 1,88 m (6 pi 2 po), pesant 77 kg (170
Ib), de carrure moyenne, et les cheveux bruns.

3. Membre de la Police d’Ottawa nomme a I’Ordre du merite

Le 9 mai, Son Excellence le trés honorable David Johnston, gouverneur général du

I’Ordre du mérite des corps policiers.

Le sergent Mark Houldsworth de la Police d’Ottawa fut admis a I’Ordre.

« Nous félicitons le sergent Houldsworth de son apport envers les jeunes et de son
engagement a faire d’Ottawa un lieu ou I’on peut vivre plus en sireté, » a déclaré le chef
de la Police d’Ottawa, Charles Bordeleau.

L’Ordre du mérite a été établi en octobre 2000 pour reconnaitre I’engagement des
services de police envers ce pays et en I’honneur d’une carriére de service exceptionnel
ou du mérite remarquable des hommes et des femmes des services de police canadiens.
Le mérite exceptionnel, I'apport aux services de police et le developpement
communautaire sont ciblés avant tout.

4. Accusations portées & la suite d’un vol
Le Service de police d’Ottawa vient de porter des accusations relatives a un vol perpétré
dans un commerce le 6 mai 2012.

Ce jour-1a, vers 19 h 50, un suspect se présenta seul dans un commerce de détail du bloc
des 200 de I’avenue Carruthers. Le suspect était alors armé d’un couteau. Le suspect
exigea de I’argent comptant. Au moment ou le suspect tentait de s’enfuir avec un faible



montant d’argent comptant, I’employé du commerce s’en prit a lui afin de le retenir.
Une autre personne intervint, aidant I’employé a immobiliser le suspect jusqu’a I’arrivée
des policiers. Au cours de la lutte, I’employé fut 1égérement blessé. Il fut soigné a
I”’hépital puis recut son conge.

Kaile James ARCHIBALD, age de 25 ans et sans domicile fixe, est inculpé de vol
qualifié a l'aide d'une arme offensive, de port de déguisement, de port d’arme en vue de
commettre une infraction, et de voies de fait graves.

5. Intervention de la population aide a I’arrét

Gréce a I’aide de la population, le suspect recherché en rapport a cette affaire a pu étre
identifié. Martin DUPONT, &ge de 35 ans et sans domicile fixe, fut inculpé de vol et de
deux chefs de mangquement aux conditions d’une ordonnance de probation. Un mandat
d’arrestation fut emis relativement a ces accusations. En fin de semaine derniere,
Dupont fut appréhendé au sein d’un autre territoire et se trouve toujours en détention.

Le Service de police d’Ottawa remercie le public de I’aide apportée dans le cadre de
cette enquéte.

6. Trio inculpé
Le Service de police d’Ottawa vient de porter des accusations en rapport a un vol de rue,
survenu le 2 mai 2012 et découlant d’une vente de biens en ligne.

Le 2 mai, des dispositions furent prises pour la vente d’un ordinateur portatif par
I’entremise d’un site de vente en ligne. Lorsque le vendeur se présenta, vers 19 h 30, il fut
accueilli par trois hommes. Les acheteurs potentiels lui indiquerent qu’ils devaient se
rendre a un guichet automatique pour retirer les fonds nécessaires pour compléter la
transaction. Pendant que la victime marchait devant, il fut assailli par derriere par les
suspects, 1’un d’eux armé d’un couteau. lls s’emparérent de I’ordinateur portatif puis
s’enfuirent vers leur véhicule.

Le véhicule fut repéré un peu plus tard par des agents en uniforme et deux des suspects
furent arrétés sans incident. Le troisieme suspect fut arrété le 4 mai 2012 par des
enquéteurs de I’Unité des vols du Service de police d’Ottawa.

Ridwan RACHID, agé de 18 ans et d’Ottawa, et deux jeunes hommes, agés de 16 et 17
ans, sont inculpés de vol, de possession d'une arme en vue de commettre une infraction et
de complot visant la perpétration d’un acte criminel. L’adolescent 4gé de 16 ans est



également inculpé de trois chefs d’omission de se conformer a un engagement et d’un
chef de non-respect d’une ordonnance en vertu de la Loi sur le systeme de justice pénale
pour les adolescents. Rachid doit comparaitre devant les tribunaux le 31 mai.

OPS and By-Law services base their work on call statistics. The more calls that you
make, the more neighbourhood services we receive. There are three steps to making the
call:

a) Deciding which number to phone.

If you have an emergency or see a crime in progress, call 9-1-1. If your car was broken
into or you need police to attend another non-urgent situation, please call the “other
emergencies” number (613-230-6211). To report an incident after it occurred without
police attending the scene, please call 613-236-1222 — ext. 7300. You can reach by-law
services at 3-1-1.

b) Getting a report number.

When the dispatcher answers, it is a good idea to ask for a report number immediately.
We’ve found that dispatchers sometimes hang up before we get to ask for a number or we
forget. Asking for a report number right away solves these problems.

¢) Share your report number and incident.

Please e-mail your report numbers and a brief description of the incident to your Block
Captain (if you have one), or directly to us.

Importance of Reporting Prostitution and Problem Addresses

Neighbourhood Watch members can support the police by writing down and phoning in
important information such as: vehicle descriptions and license plate numbers (specify
Ontario or Quebec) of anyone soliciting prostitutes, descriptions of drug dealers and
addresses of crack houses.
