2. Closing of Operation ACE
Three individuals sought by Ottawa Police in relation to Project ACE have all been
arrested in recent days.

Ashley WINDEBANK was arrested on May 19, 2012 and Cheryl METCALFE was
arrested prior.

Mr. Saed SHEIKHDOON turned himself in to Ottawa Police on May 24, 2012.

3. OPS seeking public assistance
The Ottawa Police Service Collision Investigation Section is seeking public assistance
following a collision between a vehicle and a pedestrian on May 23, 2012.

At approximately 8:32 am, an 83-year-old man was attempting to cross Ogilvie Road
near Cadboro Road in the crosswalk when he was struck by an eastbound vehicle



proceeding on Ogilvie Road.

The Ottawa Paramedic Service treated and transported the man, who suffered serious
injuries, to a local hospital where he later succumbed to his injuries. The driver of the
vehicle was also transported to the hospital suffering from shock

Investigators with the Collision Investigation Section believe that there may have been a
school bus driver in the area who witnessed the collision.

4. Police survey results

The 2012 Public Survey on Policing Services
<http://ottawa.ca/calendar/ottawa/citycouncil/opsb/2012/05-28/item4.htm> was
released today highlighting satisfaction in the community with the Ottawa Police
Service (OPS) and continued public concerns with speeding and aggressive drivers.

Consistent with previous surveys, satisfaction with the Ottawa Police Service (OPS) is
very high; more than four out of five residents (81%) are satisfied, with only four
percent being dissatisfied. While this number represents a slight decrease from 2008
(86%), it remains high and comparable to 2006 (84%) and is higher than 2002 (72%).

According to the survey, conducted by Leger Marketing and Research Inc., satisfaction
with police services is high for those who have had direct contact with officers. In terms
of public confidence in the OPS, three-in-five Ottawa residents (60%) have high or
utmost confidence in the OPS, and 33 percent report moderate confidence.

“This is the sixth public survey we have conducted and all have provided valuable
information about what the public expects from our police service,” said Councillor Eli
El-Chantiry, Chair of the Ottawa Police Services Board. “The continued overall
satisfaction with policing services is good news.”

The survey indicates that perceptions of crime are the most positive ever reported and
will be presented to the Ottawa Police Services Board at its meeting Monday night.

The top five concerns in the City were speeding/aggressive driving, presence of
drugs/dealers, youth crime, street gangs and break and enter.

“Not only does the survey provide accountability of our performance to the community,
it assists us in setting future directions to take in improving our service to citizens,” said
Ottawa Police Chief Charles Bordeleau. “I am pleased with the overall satisfaction and
I know that residents are asking for more in terms of visibility and interaction with
police and traffic enforcement.”



Further analysis of the Public Survey is currently underway, including an interpretation
of key findings at the district and ward levels, and will be available by mid-June.

The survey was conducted using a mail-to-online format to a total of 16,000 households.
A total of 3,147 citizens participated in the survey between February 10th and April 8th
2012, representing a response rate of 20.4 percent (from 15,464 valid mail-outs).
Results are deemed accurate to within a margin of error of £1.75 percentage points, 19
times out of 20.

5. Two charged; one still sought
The Ottawa Police Service has laid charges in connection to a robbery that occurred May
22, 2012.

On May 22, at approximately 8:00 pm, a lone male victim, in his 30's, was accosted by
three male suspects in the area of Nicholas and Waller. The victim was seriously
assaulted and had a cellular phone taken from him during the course of the assault. One
of the suspects was carrying a metal baton. Two of the three suspects were arrested in the
area by responding uniform officers. The third suspect has yet to be identified. The
victim suffered serious injuries requiring hospitalization. He is in stable condition in
hospital. The robbery does not appear to have been a random act.

James and Sean CUNDELL, both age 28 of Ottawa, are charged jointly with robbery
with an offensive weapon, assault causing bodily harm, conspiracy to commit an
indictable offence, and possession of a prohibited weapon. Both suspects appeared in
court on May 23, 2012.

An additional suspect is still being sought in connection with this investigation. At this
time there are no physical descriptors available for the third suspect.

6. Youth charged in robbery
The Ottawa Police Service has laid charges in connection to a May 22, 2012 retail
robbery.

At approximately 1:45 pm, a lone male entered a convenience store situated along the
200 block of Montreal Road. The male entered the store wearing a bandana and carrying
a large kitchen knife. The suspect made a demand for cash and cigarettes and fled the
store with a small quantity of cash. A witness observed the suspect fleeing the scene and
assisted in directing police as they arrived. The suspect was arrested in the area without
incident by responding uniform officers. There were no injuries.



A 14 -year-old young person, of Ottawa, is charged with robbery, wearing a disguise and
possession of weapons dangerous to the public. The youth appears in court on May 23,
2012.

8. Update on robbery on Wellington
As a result of follow-up investigation following a robbery in the 1100 block of
Wellington, two suspects were taken in custody on May 16.

At approximately 00:40 am, a man and a woman were taken into custody in relation to
this robbery. An imitation handgun was recovered by Police.

The woman has since been questioned by the Ottawa Police Service Robbery Unit
investigators and released without charge in relation to this matter. She was however
held for outstanding warrants and appears in court on May 16, 2012. Richard KOCHER,
age 44 of Ottawa, has been charged with a single count of robbery with an offensive
weapon. He also appears in court on May 16, 2012.

9. Stabbing investigation
The Ottawa Police Service is investigating a stabbing which occurred in a parking lot in
the 1200 block of Donald Street on May 15, 2012 at approximately 7:55 pm.

At that time, two separate groups of young adults were gathered near the rear entrance to
an apartment building on Donald St. A verbal and physical altercation ensued and both
groups dispersed, at which time the 19 year old male victim noted he had sustained a
small stab wound to the chest. The suspect was taken to hospital where he is listed in
stable condition with non-life threatening injuries. Police continue to investigate.

- Black male, wearing black t-shirt and shorts.

2. Résultats du sondage public de la police

Le sondage public 2012 sur les services policiers
<http://ottawa.ca/calendar/ottawa/citycouncil/opsb/2012/05-28/item4.htm> (en anglais
seulement) diffusé aujourd’hui met en lumiére la satisfaction de la collectivité par
rapport au Service de police d’Ottawa (SPO) et les préoccupations populaires continues
au sujet des exces de vitesse et des conducteurs agressifs.

Conformément aux sondages antérieurs, la satisfaction a I’égard du SPO est trés élevée;
plus de quatre résidants sur cing (81 p. 100) sont satisfaits, avec seulement quatre pour
cent qui se disent insatisfaits. Bien que ce chiffre représente une Iégére diminution par
rapport a 2008 (86 p. 100), il demeure élevé et comparable aux données de 2006 (84 p.
100) et il est supérieur aux chiffres enregistrés en 2002 (72 p. 100).

Selon le sondage, mené par Léger Marketing et Recherche Inc., la satisfaction a I’égard
des services policiers est élevée chez ceux qui ont un lien direct avec les agents. En
termes de confiance populaire dans le SPO, trois résidants ottaviens sur cing (60 p. 100)



ont une confiance élevee ou absolue dans le SPO, et trente-trois pour cent signalent une
confiance moderée.

« Il s’agit du sixieme sondage public que nous menons et chacun d’eux a fourni de
précieux renseignements sur ce a quoi le public s’attend de notre service policier », a
affirmé le conseiller Eli EI-Chantiry, président de la Commission de services policiers
d’Ottawa. « La satisfaction générale continue a I’endroit des services policiers est une
bonne nouvelle. »

Le sondage indique que les perceptions de la criminalité sont les plus positives jamais
signalées et ces perceptions seront présentées a la Commission de services policiers
d’Ottawa lors de sa réunion lundi soir.

Les cing principales préoccupations de la Ville étaient les exces de vitesse/conduite
agressive, la présence de narcotiques/revendeurs, la criminalité chez les jeunes, les
gangs de rues et les entrées par effraction.

« Non seulement le sondage rend-il compte de notre rendement aupres de la collectivite,
mais il nous aide a établir les orientations ultérieures a adopter pour améliorer notre
service aux citoyens et aux citoyennes », a déclaré le chef de la Police d’Ottawa Charles
Bordeleau. « Je suis heureux de la satisfaction globale et je sais que les résidants et les
résidantes en demandent davantage en termes de visibilité et d’interactions avec la
police et les agents d’application de la loi en matiere de circulation. »

Une analyse plus poussée du sondage public actuellement en cours, notamment une
interprétation des principaux résultats aux niveaux des districts et des quartiers, sera
disponible d’ici la mi-juin.

Le sondage a été administré au moyen d’une formule « courriel en ligne » a 16 000
ménages. Un total de 3 147 citoyens et citoyennes ont répondu au questionnaire entre le
10 février et le 8 avril 2012, ce qui représente un taux de réponse de 20,4 p. 100 (par
rapport aux 15 464 envois valides). Les résultats sont jugés exacts avec une marge
d’erreur de £1,75 point de pourcentage, 19 fois sur 20.

L’un
des suspects était armé d’une matraque métallique. Deux des trois suspects furent
appréhendés dans les parages par des agents en uniforme répondant a I’appel. Le
troisieme suspect reste a identifier. La victime a subi de multiples blessures nécessitant
son hospitalisation. Il repose dans un état stable a I’hopital. 1l ne semble pas s’agir d’un
acte aléatoire.



James et Sean CUNDELL, tous deux &gés de 28 ans et d’Ottawa, sont inculpés en
commun de vol qualifié a I’aide d’une arme offensive, de voies de fait causant des lésions
corporelles, de complot visant la perpétration d’un acte criminel, et de possession d’une
arme interdite.

23 mai devant les tribunaux.

OPS and By-Law services base their work on call statistics. The more calls that you
make, the more neighbourhood services we receive. There are three steps to making the
call:

a) Deciding which number to phone.

If you have an emergency or see a crime in progress, call 9-1-1. If your car was broken
into or you need police to attend another non-urgent situation, please call the “other
emergencies” number (613-230-6211). To report an incident after it occurred without
police attending the scene, please call 613-236-1222 — ext. 7300. You can reach by-law
services at 3-1-1.

b) Getting a report number.

When the dispatcher answers, it is a good idea to ask for a report number immediately.
We’ve found that dispatchers sometimes hang up before we get to ask for a number or we
forget. Asking for a report number right away solves these problems.

c) Share your report number and incident.

Please e-mail your report numbers and a brief description of the incident to your Block
Captain (if you have one), or directly to us.

Importance of Reporting Prostitution and Problem Addresses

Neighbourhood Watch members can support the police by writing down and phoning in
important information such as: vehicle descriptions and license plate numbers (specify
Ontario or Quebec) of anyone soliciting prostitutes, descriptions of drug dealers and
addresses of crack houses.
