Update on bicycle safety blitz
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1. Shooting in south end

The Ottawa Police Service — Guns and Gangs Section is asking for the public’s help in
identifying 2 suspects in relation to a shooting on June 21 in the area of Lorry Greenberg
Drive and Blohm Drive in the south end of the city that injured one male.

At about 2:00 a.m. the male victim was approached by 2 unknown males and shot in the
leg. Multiple shots were fired and the victim, aged 22, was struck. He was treated by
paramedics and taken to hospital with non life threatening injuries.

2. Child pornography charges laid

On June 20, the Ottawa Police Service Internet Child Exploitation Unit executed two
search warrants and arrested a male as a result of a criminal investigation relating to the
possession of child pornography. Numerous computer systems, hard drives, cellular
phones and data storage devices were seized during the search.

Jonathan COOPER, 21 years of age of Ottawa is charged with one count of possession
of child pornography and two counts of breach of a probation order.

3. Keep garage doors secured
In summer months, Ottawa residents spend more time outside and often leave garage
doors open while at home, creating opportunities for would-be thieves.

During the weekend of June 16 and 17, in the Fallingbrook area of Orleans, several
garages were entered and items like bicycles and power tools were stolen while
residents were inside their homes or in their backyards. In most cases, garage doors



were left open making the items easily accessible.

The Ottawa Police Service is reminding everyone to ensure you secure your garage
doors at all times.

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5. Update on Project Firecracker

On June 13, 2012, the Ottawa Police Street Crime Unit, with support from
Neighbourhood, Central District Support and East District Support officers completed a
5 month investigation, called Project Firecracker, in the ByWard Market and Downtown
Rideau area targeting street level drug trafficking.

In addition to the original 39 persons that were charged during the Project, an additional
24 individuals have been charged with Drug Trafficking and other related offences,
since June 13th.

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All charged persons appeared in court on June 14, 2012. Ottawa Police are still looking
for the remaining 45 individuals wanted in relation to this street level drug trafficking
investigation.

6. Update on bicycle safety blitz

Officers from the Ottawa Police Service Central District conducted a bicycle safety blitz
from June 13 to June 17, 2012 to bring awareness to cycling safety and to ensure that all
cyclists follow to the rules of the roads set out in both the Ontario Highway Traffic Act
and Municipal Bylaws.

The safety blitz focused on high density areas such as the downtown core, Vanier,
ByWard Market, Hintonburg and Sandy Hill. As a result, 294 violators were stopped
leading to 384 charges under the Ontario Highway Traffic Act and relevant City of
Ottawa Bylaws.

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1. Homme inculpé de possession de pornographie juvénile

Le 20 juin, I’Unité des crimes informatiques et d’exploitation sexuelle d’enfants sur
Internet du Service de police d’Ottawa a exécuté deux mandats de perquisition et fait
I’arrestation d’un homme a la suite d’une enquéte criminelle ayant trait a la possession
de pornographie juvénile. De nombreux systéemes informatiques, des disques durs, des
téléphones cellulaires et des supports informatiques firent saisis lors de la fouille.

Jonathan COOPER, un homme d’Ottawa &gé de 21 ans, fut inculpé d’un chef de
possession de pornographie juvénile et de deux chefs de violation des conditions d'une
ordonnance de probation.

2. Gardez vos portes de garage verrouillées

Durant la saison estivale, les résidents d’Ottawa passent plus de temps a I’extérieur et
laissent souvent les portes du garage ouvertes pendant qu’ils sont a la maison, offrant
des occasions aux voleurs potentiels.

Pendant la fin de semaine du 16 au 17 juin, dans le secteur Fallingbrook d’Orléans,
plusieurs articles, comme des bicyclettes et des outils électriques, furent volés dans des
garages alors que les résidents se trouvaient a I’intérieur de la maison ou dans leur
arriere-cour. Dans la plupart des cas, les portes de garage avaient été laissées ouvertes,
donnant facilement accés aux biens.

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4. Mise a jour : Projet « Firecracker »

Le 13 juin 2012, I’Unité des crimes de rue de la Police d’Ottawa, secondée par des
agents de la police de quartier, de soutien de la division centrale et de la division Est, a
conclu cing mois d’enquéte menés dans le secteur du Marché By et Centre-ville Rideau
et ciblant le trafic de drogue au niveau de la rue avec I’opération Firecracker.

5. Mise a jour : campagne eclair de sdreté a velo

Des agents de la division centrale de la Police d’Ottawa ont mené, du 13 au 17 juin
2012, une campagne éclair de sdreté a vélo ayant pour objectifs la sensibilisation a
I’importance de la sOreté a bicyclette et de faire en sorte que tous les cyclistes se
conforment aux regles énoncées dans le Code de la route de I’Ontario et les reglements
municipaux d’Ottawa.

La campagne a mis I’accent sur des secteurs a forte densité comme le centre-ville,
Vanier, le marché By, Hintonburg et Cote-de-sable. En conseéquence, 294 contrevenants
furent interpellés, conduisant a 384 chefs d’accusation en vertu du Code de la route de
I’Ontario et des reglements de la Ville d'Ottawa.

OPS and By-Law services base their work on call statistics. The more calls that you
make, the more neighbourhood services we receive. There are three steps to making the
call:

a) Deciding which number to phone.

If you have an emergency or see a crime in progress, call 9-1-1. If your car was broken
into or you need police to attend another non-urgent situation, please call the “other
emergencies” number (613-230-6211). To report an incident after it occurred without
police attending the scene, please call 613-236-1222 — ext. 7300. You can reach by-law
services at 3-1-1.

b) Getting a report number.

When the dispatcher answers, it is a good idea to ask for a report number immediately.
We’ve found that dispatchers sometimes hang up before we get to ask for a number or we
forget. Asking for a report number right away solves these problems.

c) Share your report number and incident.

Please e-mail your report numbers and a brief description of the incident to your Block
Captain (if you have one), or directly to us.

Importance of Reporting Prostitution and Problem Addresses

Neighbourhood Watch members can support the police by writing down and phoning in
important information such as: vehicle descriptions and license plate numbers (specify
Ontario or Quebec) of anyone soliciting prostitutes, descriptions of drug dealers and
addresses of crack houses.
