2. Suspect sought




The Ottawa Police Service Break and Enter Section is seeking the public’s help to
identify a suspect involved in a commercial break and enter in the 300 block of Rideau
Street on November 16, 2012 at about 00:40 am.

The suspect is described as a white male, medium build, short dark hair, a possible
piercing in the left ear and wearing a dark plaid shirt.

3. Youth charged
The Ottawa Police Service has charged a youth in connection to two separate robberies in
the Barrhaven area.

On November 20, 2012, at approximately 12:30 pm, a male, teenaged victim was
approached by a lone male suspect along the 100 block of Malvern Drive. The suspect
attempted to take the victim's coat. The suspect produced a knife at the time. Other
persons nearby intervened and the suspect fled empty-handed. There were no injuries.

Later on the same date, at approximately 2:40 pm, a male, teenaged victim was in Burnett
Park off Conway Street when he was approached by a lone male suspect who demanded
the victim turn over his cellular phone/device. The victim was assaulted and sustained
minor injuries. He was transported to CHEO for examination. The suspect fled with the
handheld device.

The suspect was located in the area by Police a short time later. In the process of
attempting to take the suspect into custody, the suspect resisted and assaulted the officer.
Once in custody, the suspect damaged a police vehicle, threatened the officer, and the
assaultive behavior continued.

A 16 years old youth, of Ottawa, is charged with the following offences:

Two counts of robbery

Possession of weapons dangerous to the public
Two counts of Uttering threats

Assault with intent to resists arrest

Assault Police

Causing a disturbance

Mischief under $5000

Le suspect a été décrit comme étant un homme de race blanche de taille moyenne, aux
cheveux foncés courts, I’oreille gauche possiblement percée et portant une chemise
carreautée foncée.

3. Adolescent inculpé
Le Service de police d’Ottawa vient d’inculper un jeune relativement a deux vols
distincts survenus dans le secteur de Barrhaven.

Le 20 novembre 2012 vers 12 h 30, un adolescent fut accosté par un suspect dans le paté
de maisons des 100 de la promenade Malvern. Le suspect tenta de s’emparer du manteau
de la victime. Le suspect sortit alors un couteau. Des passants se portérent au secours de
la victime, et le suspect dut s’enfuir bredouille. Personne ne fut blessé.

Vers 14 h 40 le méme apreés-midi, un adolescent se trouvant au parc Burnett, aux abords
de la rue Conway, lorsqu’il fut abordé par un suspect lui ordonnant de lui remettre son
téléphone cellulaire ou appareil portable. La victime fut agressée et fut Iégérement
blessée. Le jeune homme fut conduit au CHEO pour y subir un examen. Le suspect
s’enfuit en emportant un appareil électronique.

Sous peu, le suspect fut repéré dans le secteur par la police. Alors que les agents tentaient
d’appréhender le suspect, celui-ci résista et s’en prit physiquement a un agent. Une fois
appréhendé, le suspect endommagea un véhicule de police, menaga 1’agent, et continua a
se comporter avec agressivité.

Un jeune d’Ottawa, agé de 16 ans, est inculpé des infractions suivantes:

Port d’arme dans un dessein dangereux

Profération de menaces (2 chefs)

Voies de fait commises dans I’intention de résister a une arrestation

OPS and By-Law services base their work on call statistics. The more calls that you
make, the more neighbourhood services we receive. There are three steps to making the
call:

a) Deciding which number to phone.

If you have an emergency or see a crime in progress, call 9-1-1. If your car was broken
into or you need police to attend another non-urgent situation, please call the “other
emergencies” number (613-230-6211). To report an incident after it occurred without
police attending the scene, please call 613-236-1222 — ext. 7300. You can reach by-law
services at 3-1-1.

b) Getting a report number.

When the dispatcher answers, it is a good idea to ask for a report number immediately.
We’ve found that dispatchers sometimes hang up before we get to ask for a number or we
forget. Asking for a report number right away solves these problems.

¢) Share your report number and incident.

Please e-mail your report numbers and a brief description of the incident to your Block
Captain (if you have one), or directly to us.

Importance of Reporting Prostitution and Problem Addresses

Neighbourhood Watch members can support the police by writing down and phoning in
important information such as: vehicle descriptions and license plate numbers (specify
Ontario or Quebec) of anyone soliciting prostitutes, descriptions of drug dealers and
addresses of crack houses.
