1. Foot Patrol Project results
In an ongoing effort to address community identified issues, the Ottawa Police Service
is conducting a Crime and Disorder Foot Patrol Project for a three month period
concentrating in areas in the By Ward Market and Rideau Street and transit hubs that
have been drawing numerous calls for service and complaints from the public and
businesses alike.

Ottawa Police officers, in partnership with Bylaw Enforcement Officers, OC Transpo
Special Constables walked the beat enforcing City of Ottawa Bylaws, The Safe Streets
Act, The Trespass to Property Act, The Liquor License Act, the Highway traffic Act
and the Criminal Code of Canada.

During the first month of the project - from June 17 to July 14, 2013 - police officers
laid 460 charges that included 170 Bylaw infractions ranking from Smoking bylaws to
unlicensed street vendors; more than 229 Provincial Offences Notices including
trespassing, aggressive panhandling, and public intoxication, 61 Criminal code charges
including drug possession, possession of stolen property, indecent acts and breaching
probation conditions.

“The enhanced police presence in problem areas since June 17th has already resulted
in a noticeable change that’s been echoed by residents, business owners and tourists
alike,” noted Inspector Chris Rhéaume.

The Ottawa Police Service conducts enforcement in response to community
complaints as one of their strategies to community identified problems and related
issues.

2. Prostitution sweep in Vanier

In an ongoing effort to deal with community identified prostitution and prostitution
related problems, the Ottawa Police Service conducted a two-day prostitution John
sweep in Vanier on July 22 and 23, 2013.

A total of 14 John/Males arrests were made. Nine of the men qualified for the Pre-
charge Diversion Program, which includes attending “John” School. “John School” is

a project which uses a restorative justice approach to the effects of prostitution within
our communities and focuses on education.

The remaining five men were charged with a total of seven offences under the
Criminal Code of Canada and the Controlled Drugs and Substances Act, including
Communicating for the Purpose of Prostitution, Breach of Judiciary Release and
Mischief.

The Ottawa Police Service conducts enforcement in response to community
complaints as one of their strategies to prostitution related issues.

1. Résultats d’une opération de patrouilles a pied
Dans le cadre de ses efforts visant a controler les problémes identifiés par la

collectivité le Service de police d’Ottawa mene une opération de patrouilles a pied
ciblant le crime et le désordre, initiative d’une durée de trois mois et concentrée dans
les secteurs entourant le marché By et la rue Rideau, ainsi que certains carrefours de
transport en commun qui ont été 1’objet de nombreux appels de service et de plaintes
du public et des entreprises.

Les agents de police, en partenariat avec les Services des reglements municipaux
d'Ottawa et les agents spéciaux d’OC Transpo, se mirent a I’ceuvre, faisant
1’application des reglements municipaux d'Ottawa, de la Loi sur la sécurité dans les
rues, de la Loi sur I’entrée sans autorisation, de la Loi sur les permis d’alcool, du Code
de la route et du Code criminel.

Au cours du premier mois de 1’opération, du 17 juin au 14 juillet 2013, les agents de
police ont porté 460 chefs d’accusation, dont 170 infractions a des reglements
municipaux allant a I’usage du tabac a la vente ambulante sans permis; ont délivré plus
de 229 avis d'infractions provinciales touchant a I’intrusion, a la mendicité agressive,
et a I’ébriété en public; 61 accusations criminelles incluant la possession de drogue, la
possession de biens volés, des actes indécents et le non-respect de conditions
d’ordonnances de probation.

« La présence policiere accrue au sein des zones a problemes depuis le 17 juin a déja
donné lieu a une amélioration visible et confirmée par les résidents, les commercants et
les touristes,» note I’inspecteur Chris Rhéaume.

Le Service de police d’Ottawa mene de telles campagnes d’application de la loi en
réponse aux plaintes émises par la collectivité. Il s’agit la d’une des stratégies sur
lesquelles le SPO mise pour aborder les questions et les probléemes identifiés par la
collectivité.



2. Ratissage de clients de la prostitution dans Vanier
Dans le cadre de ses efforts continus pour controler la prostitution identifiée par la

collectivité et les problemes reliés a la prostitution, le Service de police d’Ottawa a
mené, les 22 et 23 juillet 2013, une opération de ratissage de prostitution dans le
secteur de Vanier.

En tout, quatorze clients masculins furent arrétés. Neuf d'entre eux se qualifient pour le
programme de déjudiciarisation pré-inculpation, qui comprend leur participation a la
«John School». Cette derniére est au coeur d’un programme dont 1’approche est fondée
sur la justice réparatrice pour contrer les effets de la prostitution dans nos
communautés et mise particulierement sur 1’éducation.

Les cing autres clients furent inculpés d’une gamme d’infractions au Code criminel du
Canada et a la Loi reglementant certaines drogues et autres substances, dont la
communication dans le but de se livrer a la prostitution, le méfait, le manquement a des
conditions de libération judiciaire et Méfait. Au total, sept chefs d’accusation
criminelle furent portés.

Le Service de police d’Ottawa effectue de telles campagnes d’application de la loi en
réponse aux plaintes émises par la collectivité, dans le cadre de son approche

stratégique vis-a-vis les questions liées a la prostitution.

OPS and By-Law services base their work on call statistics. The more calls that you
make, the more neighbourhood services we receive. There are three steps to making the
call:

a) Deciding which number to phone.

If you have an emergency or see a crime in progress, call 9-1-1. If your car was broken
into or you need police to attend another non-urgent situation, please call the “other
emergencies” number (613-230-6211). To report an incident after it occurred without
police attending the scene, please call 613-236-1222 — ext. 7300. You can reach by-law
services at 3-1-1.

b) Getting a report number.

When the dispatcher answers, it is a good idea to ask for a report number immediately.
We’ve found that dispatchers sometimes hang up before we get to ask for a number or we
forget. Asking for a report number right away solves these problems.



¢) Share your report number and incident.
Please e-mail your report numbers and a brief description of the incident to your Block
Captain (if you have one), or directly to us.

Importance of Reporting Prostitution and Problem Addresses

Neighbourhood Watch members can support the police by writing down and phoning in
important information such as: vehicle descriptions and license plate numbers (specify
Ontario or Quebec) of anyone soliciting prostitutes, descriptions of drug dealers and
addresses of crack houses.
