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1. Scam advisory

An area resident reports that a man recently came to his house offering to do outdoor
renovation work (walkway, foundation repairs, etc.), requested all the money up front,
but then did only about 20 per cent of the work before disappearing.

The man is a Francophone who used the name John Gendron, possibly from Chapeau,
Quebec. He is about 5 ft. 9 in. tall, black hair, appeared scruffy and thin. He was
wearing cargo style khaki shorts.

If you are approached by this man with a similar offer, do not hand over any money.
Let Ottawa Police know by calling 613-236-1222, ext. 7300 to make a report or ext
7500 to have an officer present.

2. Arrest warrant issued
The Ottawa Police Robbery Unit has laid charges in connection to a March home
invasion and an arrest warrant has been issued for one female suspect.

On March 19, 2013, at approximately 8:00 pm, a male (aged late 60’s) answered a
knock to his apartment door, the building being situated along the 600 block of Rideau
Street. At that time, three females pushed their way into the apartment. Once inside,
the women drank any alcoholic beverages the victim had on hand. When the victim
got upset and threatened to call police, two of the women threw him to the floor, held
him down, and stole his wallet. The third woman cut the victim’s phone to prevent
him calling for help. On the way out of the apartment, the women also stole the
victim’s DVD player.

One suspect, Marilyn GENAILLE, age 50 of Ottawa, was arrested days later and is
currently in custody serving a serving a 6 month sentence in relation to this incident.

A second suspect, Cory GREEN, age 25 of Ottawa, was arrested and charged on July
29, 2013. She is charged with robbery, intimidation, forcible confinement, being
unlawfully in a dwelling house, mischief under $5000 and conspiracy to commit an
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indictable offence. Green remains in custody and appeared by video in court on
August 6, 2013.

The third suspect, Christine GREEN, age 22 of Ottawa, is now also wanted and an
arrest warrant has been issued. She has been charged with robbery, intimidation,
forcible confinement, being unlawfully in a dwelling house, mischief under $5000 and
conspiracy to commit an indictable offence. Her current whereabouts are unknown but
she is known to frequent the Market area. Christine Green is described as being
5’9”(175 cm), 200 1bs (91 kg), brown eyes, brown hair.

3. Police investigate sexual assault

The Ottawa Police Service Sexual Assault/Child Abuse Section is investigating the
report of a sexual assault that occurred on August 7, 2013 at the Walter Baker Park
near the Kanata Recreation Center Arena.

At approximately 10:30 pm, a 17-year-old woman was inappropriately touched by a
male that came up behind her. He then ran towards the Kanata Recreation Center.
The suspect is described as approximately 6'0 tall(183 cm), broad shoulders, dressed
all in dark clothing including a dark hoodie and wearing a black Morph mask.

4. Ritchie Street incidents being investigated
The Ottawa Police Service Guns and Gangs Unit continues its investigation of

incidents in the Ritchie street area. The police investigation has determined that the
assaults and the shooting are two separate incidents.

It was found that the shooting occurred approximately 40 minutes prior to the assaults
and that the participants in the assaults are not involved in the shooting.

The Guns and Gangs Unit is investigating both incidents.

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3. Incidents environs de la rue Ritchie

1. Mandat d’arrestation

L’Unité des vols du Service de police d’Ottawa vient de porter des accusations
relativement a une agression au domicile survenue en mars, et un mandat d’arrestation
a été délivré a I’endroit d’une suspecte.

Le 19 mars 2013 vers 20 h 00, un homme (dans la fin de la soixantaine male) répondit
lorsqu’on frappa a la porte de son appartement, situé dans un immeuble du paté de
maisons des 600 de la rue Rideau. C’est alors que trois femmes s’introduisirent de
force dans I’appartement. Une fois entrées, les femmes consommerent toutes les
boissons alcoolisées dont disposait la victime. Lorsque le sexagénaire se facha et
menaca d’appeler la police, deux des femmes le jetérent au sol, I’immobiliserent, et lui
volérent son portefeuille. La troisieme femme coupa le fil du téléphone de la victime
pour I’empécher d’appeler a I’aide. En quittant I’appartement, les femmes emporterent
également le lecteur DVD de la victime.

L’une des suspects, Marilyn GENAILLE, agée de 50 ans et d’Ottawa, fut arrétée
quelques jours plus tard et purge présentement une peine de six mois en rapport a cet
incident.

Une deuxiéme suspecte, Cory GREEN, agée de 25 ans et d’Ottawa, fut arrétée et
inculpée le 29 juillet 2013. Elle fut inculpée de vol, d’intimidation, de séquestration, de
présence illégale dans une maison d’habitation, de méfait de moins de 5 000$ et de
complot visant la perpétration d’un acte criminel. Green est toujours détenue, et
comparut devant les tribunaux par vidéocomparution le 6 aofit 2013.

La troisieme suspecte, Christine GREEN, agée de 22 ans et d’Ottawa, est maintenant
aussi recherché, et un mandat pour son arrestation a été délivré. Elle est inculpée de
vol, d’intimidation, de séquestration, de présence illégale dans une maison
d’habitation, de méfait de moins de 5 000$ et de complot visant la perpétration d’un
acte criminel. On ignore ou elle se trouve présentement, mais elle serait une habituée
du secteur du Marché By. Christine Green a été décrite comme mesurant 1,75 (5 pi 9
po), pesant 91 kg (200 1b), les yeux et les cheveux bruns.

2. La police fait enquéte sur une agression sexuelle

La Section des agressions sexuelles et de la violence faite aux enfants du Service de
police d’Ottawa se penche sur une agression sexuelle lui ayant été signalée et qui serait
survenue le 7 aolit 2013 au parc Walter Baker, prées de I’aréna Park du Centre des
loisirs de Kanata.

Vers 22 h 30, une femme agée de 17 ans fut touchée de maniere déplacée par un



homme qui s’était approché d’elle par derriére. Celui-ci s’enfuit ensuite a la course en
direction du Centre des loisirs de Kanata.

Le suspect a été décrit comme mesurant environ 1,83 m (6 pi), les épaules larges, vétu
tout en noir, y compris un chandail de couleur sombre a capuchon et un masque «
morph » noir.

3. Incidents environs de la rue Ritchie

L’Unité des armes a feu et des bandes de rue poursuit son enquéte en rapport a des
incidents survenus dans les environs de la rue Ritchie. Les enquéteurs ont pu établir
que les agressions et la fusillade sont des incidents distincts.

Il fut déterminé que la fusillade avait eu lieu environ quarante minutes avant les
agressions, et que les individus mélés aux agressions ne furent pas impliqués dans la
fusillade.

L’Unité des armes a feu et des bandes de rue méne 1’enquéte relative a ces deux
incidents.

OPS and By-Law services base their work on call statistics. The more calls that you
make, the more neighbourhood services we receive. There are three steps to making the
call:

a) Deciding which number to phone.

If you have an emergency or see a crime in progress, call 9-1-1. If your car was broken
into or you need police to attend another non-urgent situation, please call the “other
emergencies” number (613-230-6211). To report an incident after it occurred without
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police attending the scene, please call 613-236-1222 — ext. 7300. You can reach by-law
services at 3-1-1.

b) Getting a report number.

When the dispatcher answers, it is a good idea to ask for a report number immediately.
We’ve found that dispatchers sometimes hang up before we get to ask for a number or we
forget. Asking for a report number right away solves these problems.

¢) Share your report number and incident.

Please e-mail your report numbers and a brief description of the incident to your Block
Captain (if you have one), or directly to us.

Importance of Reporting Prostitution and Problem Addresses

Neighbourhood Watch members can support the police by writing down and phoning in
important information such as: vehicle descriptions and license plate numbers (specify
Ontario or Quebec) of anyone soliciting prostitutes, descriptions of drug dealers and
addresses of crack houses.
