1. “Granny Scam”
The Ottawa Police Service Fraud Section has arrested and charged a Montreal man in

connection to a "Granny Scam".

On September 16, 2013, an 82-year-old California resident, a Mr. Faulkner, received a
phone call from a male identifying himself as a lawyer, and advised him that his grandson
was in trouble. A male pretending to be the grandson came on the line and told Faulkner
that he was in an accident and needed $6500 to fix the car and come home. The caller
then gave Faulkner an address of a hotel in Ottawa to courier the $6500.

On September 17, 2013, a male attended the hotel and address and advised the clerk he
was expecting a package. Thompson was arrested for Fraud over $5000. Thompson had
in his possession a fake Social Insurance Card and Alberta Driver's License in someone
else's name.

Darryl Thompson, 32 years old of Montreal, was charged with Fraud over $5000,
Possession of identity documents X 2, Conspiracy to commit an indictable offence.

Thompson will appear in court on October 17, 2013.

The Ottawa Police Service would like to remind the public to be wary of receiving "loved
ones in trouble" telephone calls, and before sending any money, to check on the
credibility of the information.

2. CHEO Dream Home thief charged
The Ottawa Police Service Break & Enter Unit has arrested and charged an Ottawa man

in relation to a break-in at the CHEO Dream Home located at 532 Bridgeport.
On Monday, September 16, it was discovered that someone had broken into the locked
backyard of the home. Numerous pieces of furniture and accessories, including a BBQ,

to the sum of $6000 were taken.

As aresult of the investigation, Robert ARMSTRONG, 44 years old, of Ottawa, was
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arrested and charged with two counts of Break & enter.
He has been remanded into custody.

The police investigation is ongoing in order to apprehend a second suspect. He is
described as a white male, 35-50 years old, medium height/weight, mustache and
possibly a beard, wearing black pants, white running shoes, green/black checkered jacket
and a green baseball cap (see picture).

1. Une arnaque « Grand-maman »
La Section des fraudes organisées de la Police d’Ottawa vient d’arréter et d’inculper un

home de Montréal man relativement a une arnaque « Grand-maman ».

Le 16 septembre 2013, un résident de la Californie agé de 82 ans, un M. Faulkner, recut
un appel téléphonique de la part d’un homme se disant étre un avocat, et lui dit que son
petit-fils était en difficulté. Un homme se faisant passer pour le petit-fils prit I’appareil et
dit a M. Faulkner qu’il avait été impliqué dans un accident et qu’il avait besoin de 6 500$%
pour faire réparer la voiture et rentrer a la maison. L’appelant donna alors a Faulkner
I’adresse d’un hétel a Ottawa ou faire parvenir les 6 500%.

Le 17 septembre 2013, un homme se rendit a 1’hotel en question et indiqua au commis
qu’il attendait un colis. Thompson fut arrété pour fraude de plus de 5 000$. Thompson
avait en sa possession une fausse carte d’assurance sociale ainsi qu’un permis de
conduire de 1’Alberta au nom d’une autre personne.

Darryl Thompson, agé de 32 ans et de Montréal, fut inculpé de fraude de plus de 5 000$,
de deux chefs de possession illégale de pieces d’identité, et de complot en vue de
commettre une infraction.

Thompson comparaitra devant les tribunaux le 17 octobre 2013.

Le Service de police d’Ottawa tient a rappeler a la population de se méfier s’ils devaient

recevoir un appel d’un « étre cher en difficulté ». Avant d’envoyer quelque argent que ce
soit, assurez-vous de la crédibilité des renseignements recus.

2. Homme inculpé relativement au cmbriolage de la Maison de réve du CHEO
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L’Unité Ouest des introductions par effraction a appréhendé et inculpé un homme
d’Ottawa a la suite d’une introduction par effraction survenue dans la Maison de réve du
CHEDO, située au 532 de I’avenue Bridgeport.

Le lundi 16 septembre, il fut constaté que quelqu’un s’était introduit dans 1’arriére-cour
verrouillée du domicile. De nombreux meubles et accessoires, d’une valeur totalisant pres
de 6 000$, dont un barbecue, furent emportés.

A la lumiére de I’enquéte, Robert ARMSTRONG, un homme d’Ottawa agé de 44 ans, fut
arrété et inculpé de deux chefs d’introduction par effraction.

L’accusé fut placé en détention provisoire.

L’enquéte policiére se poursuit, dans le but d’appréhender un deuxiéme suspect. Il est
décrit comme étant un homme de race blanche, 35 a 50 ans, de taille moyenne,
moustache, possiblement une barbe, portant des pantalons noirs, des espadrilles blanches,
un manteau vert et/noir a carreaux et une casquette verte (voir photo).

Toute personne ayant des renseignements pertinents a cette affaire est priée de

OPS and By-Law services base their work on call statistics. The more calls that you
make, the more neighbourhood services we receive. There are three steps to making the
call:

a) Deciding which number to phone.

If you have an emergency or see a crime in progress, call 9-1-1. If your car was broken
into or you need police to attend another non-urgent situation, please call the “other
emergencies” number (613-230-6211). To report an incident after it occurred without
police attending the scene, please call 613-236-1222 — ext. 7300. You can reach by-law
services at 3-1-1.

b) Getting a report number.



When the dispatcher answers, it is a good idea to ask for a report number immediately.
We’ve found that dispatchers sometimes hang up before we get to ask for a number or we
forget. Asking for a report number right away solves these problems.

¢) Share your report number and incident.

Please e-mail your report numbers and a brief description of the incident to your Block
Captain (if you have one), or directly to us.

Importance of Reporting Prostitution and Problem Addresses

important information such as: vehicle descriptions and license plate numbers (specify
Ontario or Quebec) of anyone soliciting prostitutes, descriptions of drug dealers and
addresses of crack houses.
