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1. Decision on Sgt. Steven Desjourdy

On April 8, Hearing Officer Ret. Supt. R. Fitches found Sgt. Steven Desjourdy guilty of
Discreditable conduct under the Police Services Act. The decision is available
here<http://www.ottawapolice.ca/Files/Decision%20Sgt%20Desjourdy.pdf>.

The Ottawa Police Service will present a Submission on penalty at Sgt. Desjourdy’s next
appearance (date yet to be scheduled).

“This has been a difficult time for many,” said Ottawa Police Chief Charles Bordeleau.
“As a Service, we have learned from this incident and we have moved forward to better
serve the community.”

The review of cell block operations and implemented changes reflect the Service’s
commitment to accountability, transparency and support to the professional staff assigned
to the care and handling of prisoners.

2. Your assistance sought
The Ottawa Police Service Robbery Unit is seeking the public's assistance in solving two
robberies at the same location.

On December 3, 2013, at approximately 20:40 hrs, two suspects, both masked and armed
with handguns, entered a furniture store situated along the 1700 block of Heron Road.
The suspects went to the store offices and demanded cash of multiple employees. A
handgun was pointed at one store employee at the time. A cell phone was taken from one
employee but the suspects fled the scene otherwise empty-handed. There were no
injuries.

The suspects are described as follows:

#1: Black male, 5'3"-5'5"(160 cm -165 cm), small build, wearing a black hooded
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sweatshirt with a while logo on the front
#2: Black male, 5'8"-5'10"(173 cm - 178 cm), approximately 18 years, skinny build,
wearing a black hooded sweatshirt with a "P" on it.

On March 6, 2014, two persons entered the same store again. Two customers were
pushed to the floor by one suspect, while the second went behind a counter and
approached a store employee. A demand was made for cash. The suspects again fled
empty-handed. There were no injuries.

The suspects are described as follows:

#1: Caucasian male, 5'7"-5'9"(170 cm -175 cm), 240 Ibs (109 kg), heavyset, hunched
back, English speaking, wearing a black or dark blue coat with white/silver horizontal
stripe across the front midsection, dark boots, red gloves.

#2: Possibly a Caucasian female, 5'7"(170 cm), 210 lbs (95 kg), heavy set, English
speaking, wearing a dark jacket with logo vertically up right side, red hooded-style
sweater underneath, dark pants, black rubber boots, and was referred to as "John" or
"Johnny" by suspect #1.

At the time of the second robbery, a potential vehicle of interest was observed parked,
possibly waiting, at the Herongate Mall. The vehicle was being driven by a male with
short hair "styled upwards".

There is a strong likelihood that these incidents are connected.

3. Community Safety Project
The Ottawa Police Service Central Neighbourhood Unit conducted a daytime Safe Streets

Act initiative within the By-ward Market.

This two-day project took place on April 09 and 10, 2014. The officers were working in
a plainclothes capacity and took a zero tolerance approach to public nuisance offences
within the By-ward Market, such as: aggressive panhandling, soliciting near
vehicles/roadways, public consumption/disposal of alcohol and/or illegal drugs, as well
as interfering with the lawful operation/use of patios and other property.

"The goal of the Community safety Project is to promote the safe and lawful enjoyment
of downtown streets, sidewalks, parks, Transit way properties and businesses," said
Inspector Chris Rhéaume, Central District.

Over the course of the two days, the officers laid a total 42 Provincial offence notices
such as: the Liquor License Act, the Safe Street Act and Trespass to Property Act.



Twenty-four (24) Criminal Charges were laid under the Criminal Code and the
Controlled Drugs and Substances Act. Two (2) Arrest warrants were also executed.

The Ottawa Police Service is proud to ensure the safety and security of all members of
our community who choose to enjoy the downtown entertainment district.

4. Investigation begins
On April 11, Ottawa Police Service West District Investigators met with representatives

from VIA Rail Canada regarding possible incidents of mischief at seven West end railway
crossings.

The seven railway crossings in question are Strandherd Road, Jockvale Road, Greenbank
Road, Fallowfield Road, Woodroffe Avenue, the OC Transpo Transitway and Merivale
Road.

Ottawa Police will be leading this investigation with assistance from VIA Rail Canada
Police Service.

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Opération de siireté communautaire de la Police d’Ottawa
Ouverture d’une enquéte
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1. Décision suivant I’audience du sergent Desjourdy

Le 8 avril, le surintendant (retraité) R. Fitches, chef d'audience, a déclaré le sergent
Steven Desjourdy coupable de conduite répréhensible, en vertu de la Loi sur les services
policiers.

Le Service de police d’Ottawa présentera un énoncé sur la sanction lors de la prochaine
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comparution du sergent Desjourdy (date a venir).

«Ce fut, pour bien des gens, une période difficile a traverser », a déclaré Charles
Bordeleau, chef de la Police d'Ottawa. « En tant que service, nous avons tiré des lecons
de cet incident et pris des mesures visant a mieux servir la collectivité. »

L'examen des opérations du pavillon cellulaire et les améliorations qui ont été mises en
ceuvre reflétent I'engagement du Service quant a I'obligation de rendre compte, la
transparence et le soutien envers le personnel professionnel affecté aux soins et au
traitement des prisonniers.

2. Votre aide demandé
L'Unité des vols du Service de police d’Ottawa sollicite 1'aide de la population en vue de
tirer au clair deux vols survenus au méme endroit.

Le 3 décembre 2013 vers 20 h 40, deux suspects, tous deux masqués et munis d'armes de
poing, se présenterent dans un magasin de meubles du bloc des 1 700 du chemin Heron.
Les suspects se dirigerent vers les bureaux du commerce et exigerent de I'argent comptant
de la part de plusieurs employés. Un employé fut menacé d'un pistolet. Un téléphone
cellulaire fut dérobé d'un employé, mais autrement, les suspects s'enfuirent bredouille
des lieux. Personne ne fut blessé.

Voici le signalement des suspects:

Suspect nol - Homme de race noire, mesurant de 1,60 a 1,65 m (5 pi 3-5 po), petite
carrure, portant un chandail noir a capuchon affichant un logo blanc au devant.
Suspect no2 - Homme de race noire, mesurant de 1,73 a 1,78 m (5 pi 8 -10 po), agé
d'environ 18 ans, maigre, portant un chandail noir a capuchon arborant la lettre « P ».

Le 6 mars 2014, deux individus se présenterent a nouveau dans le méme commerce.
Deux clients furent jetés au sol par un suspect, tandis que son complice se rendit derriére
un comptoir et accosta un employé du magasin. Les suspects exigerent de 'argent
comptant, mais durent une fois de plus s'enfuir les mains vides. Personne ne fut blessé.

Voici le signalement des suspects:

Suspect nol - Homme de race blanche, mesurant de 1,70 a 1,75 m (5 pi 7-9 po), pesant
109 kg (240 1b), de forte carrure, le dos courbé, parlant 'anglais, portant un manteau noir
ou bleu foncé avec un rayure horizontale blanche ou argent a I'abdomen, des bottes
foncés et des gants rouges.

Suspect no2 - Possiblement une femme de race blanche, mesurant 1,70 m (5 pi 7 po),
pesant 95 kg (210 1b), de forte carrure, parlant 1'anglais, portant un manteau foncé avec un
logo vertical du c6té droit par dessus un chandail rouge a capuchon, un pantalon de
couleur sombre, des bottes de caoutchouc noires, et appelé(e) « John » ou « Johnny » par
le suspect no 1.



Au moment du deuxieme vol, un véhicule possiblement d'intérét fut apercu, garé, peut-
étre en attente, au centre commercial Herongate. Le véhicule était conduit par un homme
aux cheveux courts hérissés.

Il existe une forte possibilité que ces deux incidents soient liés entre eux.

3. Opération de siireté communautaire de la Police d’Ottawa
L'Unité de quartier de la division centrale du Service de police d’Ottawa vient de

conclure, dans le secteur du Marché By, une initiative de jour menée en vertu de la Loi
sur la sécurité dans les rues.

Cette opération eut lieu les 9 et 10 avril 2014. Des agents en civil firent application d'une
approche tolérance zéro face aux infractions de nuisance publique survenant dans les
environs du Marché By, dont la mendicité agressive, la sollicitation pres des véhicules et
des routes, la consommation ou 1'écoulement d'alcool ou de drogue illicite dans les
endroits publics, ainsi que nuire a I'emploi 1égitime de patios et autres propriétés.

« Cette opération de siireté communautaire a pour but de promouvoir la jouissance
légitime et siire des rues, des trottoirs, des parcs, des voies de circulation et des propriétés
du centre-ville », a déclaré 1’inspecteur Chris Rhéaume, de la division centrale.

Au cours de I'opération, les agents délivrerent en tout 42 avis d’infractions provinciales
en vertu de la Loi sur les permis d’alcool, de la Loi sur la sécurité dans les rues, et de la
Loi sur I’entrée sans autorisation. Vingt-quatre (24) chefs d'accusation criminelle furent
portés en vertu du Code criminel et de la Loi reglementant certaines drogues et autres
substances. Enfin, deux (2) mandats d'arrestation furent exécutés.

Le Service de police d’Ottawa est fier d'assurer la siireté et la sécurité de tous les
membres de la collectivité désirant se prévaloir des attraits du quartier des
divertissements.

4. Ouverture d’une enquéte

Le 11 avril, des enquéteurs de la division Ouest de la Police d'Ottawa ont rencontré des
représentants de VIA Rail Canada au sujet d'un série de méfaits possibles survenus pres
de sept passages a niveau du secteur Ouest de la ville.

Les sept passages a niveau en question sont celles des chemins Strandherd, Jockvale,
Greenbank, Fallowfield, de I'avenue Woodroffe, du Transitway d'OC Transpo et du
chemin Merivale.



La Police d'Ottawa menera |'enquéte et sera secondée par le Service de police de VIA
Rail Canada.

OPS and By-Law services base their work on call statistics. The more calls that you
make, the more neighbourhood services we receive. There are three steps to making the
call:

a) Deciding which number to phone.

If you have an emergency or see a crime in progress, call 9-1-1. If your car was broken
into or you need police to attend another non-urgent situation, please call the “other
emergencies” number (613-230-6211). To report an incident after it occurred without
police attending the scene, please call 613-236-1222 — ext. 7300. You can reach by-law
services at 3-1-1.

b) Getting a report number.

When the dispatcher answers, it is a good idea to ask for a report number immediately.
We’ve found that dispatchers sometimes hang up before we get to ask for a number or we
forget. Asking for a report number right away solves these problems.

¢) Share your report number and incident.

Please e-mail your report numbers and a brief description of the incident to your Block
Captain (if you have one), or directly to us.

Importance of Reporting Prostitution and Problem Addresses

Neighbourhood Watch members can support the police by writing down and phoning in
important information such as: vehicle descriptions and license plate numbers (specify
Ontario or Quebec) of anyone soliciting prostitutes, descriptions of drug dealers and
addresses of crack houses.
