1. Distracted driving blitz

As part of the Leave the Phone Alone distracted driving enforcement campaign, officers
conducted a city wide enforcement blitz on February 19, targeting drivers using cell
phones.

In total, 32 Provincial Offence Notices were issued for handheld communication devices
with 28 Provincial offence notices for other offences. The fine for a handheld
communication device is $280.

“We continue to see cell phones being used by drivers,” said East Division Traffic
Sergeant Denis Hull. “It’s impossible to use your phone and drive safely. Driving
requires your full attention. When you are distracted behind the wheel you put yourself
and others at risk.”

In 2013, 40% of collisions in Ottawa involved distracted driving. If statistics continue at
the present rate, distracted driving will be the number one cause of injuries and fatalities
on our roadways, surpassing impaired driving, by 2016.

Everyone has a role to play in preventing texting or talking while driving.

e Drivers can simply put the phone away while driving;

* Passengers can remind drivers to focus on their driving if they reach for the
phone;

e Children can remind parents not to drive distracted;

« Phone users can first ensure that the person they are calling or texting isn’t
driving. If they are, tell them to wait until they can safely talk or text.

2. Thomas G. Flanagan S.C. Scholarship
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Each year, the Ottawa Police Services Board and the Ottawa Police Service, in
partnership with the Community Foundation of Ottawa, have the honour to provide the
Thomas G. Flanagan S.C. Scholarship to racialized and Aboriginal women who express
an interest in joining the Ottawa Police.

~ Scholarship funds are derived from an endowment arranged
upon the 1993 retirement of the late Ottawa Chief of Police, Thomas G. Flanagan, S.C.,
in recognition of his distinguished and community-oriented policing career.

The scholarship provides an annual award of $1,500 that is drawn from the fund's annual
accumulated interest. The Community Foundation of Ottawa maintains the fund. The
award is subsequently forwarded to an accredited educational institution in the name of
the successful candidate who has met the compulsory criteria and has been recommended
by the selection committee, in the given year. There have been exceptions to this in
previous years when the student's tuition was covered by other means and the award was
instead used for school related fees.

The Scholarship is administered by the Diversity and Race Relations (DRR) Section
and supported by a volunteer member of the Ottawa Police.
The deadline for submission is February 27th, 2015.

1. Campagne-éclair ciblant les automobilistes se servant de leur téléphone en conduisant
Le 19 février, dans le cadre de la campagne de lutte contre la conduite inattentive Laisse

faire le cellulaire, des agents ont mené une campagne-éclair a travers la ville, ciblant les
automobilistes se servant de leur téléphone en conduisant.

En tout, 30 avis d'infractions provinciales furent émis aux conducteurs utilisant leur
cellulaire tout en conduisant ainsi que 28 constats pour d’autre infraction du code de la
route. L'amende se chiffre a 280%.

« Nous continuons a voir des conducteurs utilisant leur cellulaire tout en conduisant, » dit
le sergent Denis Hull, de la Section de la circulation. « Il est impossible d'utiliser a la fois
son téléphone et de conduire sécuritairement. La conduite exige toute votre attention.
Quand vous étes distrait au volant, vous mettez en danger votre propre vie ainsi que
celles des autres. »

En 2013 a Ottawa, la conduite inattentive fut a 1'origine de 40% des collisions routiéres.
Si la tendance se maintient, la conduite inattentive deviendra d'ici 2016 la cause numéro
un de blessures et de mortalités sur nos routes, dépassant la conduite avec facultés
affaiblies.
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Chacun a son réle a jouer pour empécher l'utilisation du cellulaire au volant.

Tous les ans, la Commission de services policiers d'Ottawa et le Service de police
d'Ottawa, en collaboration avec la Fondation communautaire d'Ottawa, ont I'honneur de
décerner la bourse d'études Thomas G. Flanagan E.C. a des femmes racisées et
autochtones intéressées a se joindre au Service de police d'Ottawa.

T Les fonds consacrés a ces bourses proviennent d'une fondation
crée au moment de la retraite, en 1993, du regretté chef de police d'Ottawa Thomas G.
Flanagan, E.C., en reconnaissance de sa longue carriére policiére marquée d'une grande
ouverture envers la collectivité.

La bourse d'études offre un prix annuel de 1,500$ qui est tiré des intéréts annuels
accumulés du fonds. La Fondation communautaire d'Ottawa assure le maintien du fonds.
Le montant de la bourse est par la suite transféré aux soins d'un établissement
d'enseignement postsecondaire agréé, au nom de la candidate choisie, qui aura rempli les
critéres obligatoires et été recommandée, cette année-la, par le comité de sélection. Cette
regle a connu quelques exceptions par les années passées, lorsque les droits de scolarité
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de I'étudiante furent couverts par d'autres moyens et que la bourse fut utilisée pour
couvrir d'autres types de frais scolaires.

L'administration de la bourse d'études est assurée par la Section de Diversité et relations
interraciales (DRI). La date limite pour soumettre une demande est le 27 février 2015.

OPS and By-Law services base their work on call statistics. The more calls that you
make, the more neighbourhood services we receive. There are three steps to making the
call:

a) Deciding which number to phone.

If you have an emergency or see a crime in progress, call 9-1-1. If your car was broken
into or you need police to attend another non-urgent situation, please call the “other
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emergencies” number (613-230-6211). To report an incident after it occurred without
police attending the scene, please call 613-236-1222 — ext. 7300. You can reach by-law
services at 3-1-1.

b) Getting a report number.

When the dispatcher answers, it is a good idea to ask for a report number immediately.
We’ve found that dispatchers sometimes hang up before we get to ask for a number or we
forget. Asking for a report number right away solves these problems.

¢) Share your report number and incident.

Please e-mail your report numbers and a brief description of the incident to your Block
Captain (if you have one), or directly to us.

Importance of Reporting Prostitution and Problem Addresses

important information such as: vehicle descriptions and license plate numbers (specify
Ontario or Quebec) of anyone soliciting prostitutes, descriptions of drug dealers and
addresses of crack houses.
