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1. Race based data collection
This month, Ottawa Police reaches the two year anniversary of race based data collection
with over 100,000 traffic stops.

The data from this two year period will be provided to the Ontario Human Rights
Commission and the York Research Team this summer. It will be limited to information
required for analysis and will not include any personal identifiers of the drivers or
officers.

Following a one year data analysis and report writing phase, the York Research Team
expects to deliver a report with recommendations next summer.

As reported in the March 2015 project update report to the Ottawa Police Services Board,
officers will continue collecting race data for traffic stops while awaiting the report.

“Ongoing police and community consultation has helped shape the design of this project
and will also be critical to ensure there is a local approach to address the final report and
recommendations,” said Ottawa Police Inspector Pat Flanagan.

The Traffic Stop Race Data Collection Project is the result of a 2012 agreement reached
between the Ontario Human Rights Commission and the Ottawa Police Services Board
that requires officers to record their perception of the driver’s race, by observation only,
for traffic stops over a two-year period from June 2013 to June 2015. The York Research

Team was hired to assist in the development of the methodology and will be leading the
data analysis and report writing phase.

Policing partners in the National Capital Region held OPERATION 0.08 on June 19 to
promote safe roadways and reduce impaired driving.

A total of 1750 cars were stopped, 13 drivers were asked to provide a breath sample and 2
were charged over 0.80.

3. New multiagency pilot project

A new multiagency pilot has been launched in the southeast of Ottawa to assist
individuals and families who are most vulnerable for harm, victimization, and/or
criminality, receive the safety, social, and health-related supports they need. The goal is
to coordinate effective intervention that addresses the root causes of the risk, and reduces
the likelihood of the level of risk escalating.

“On a weekly basis, front-line professionals from local schools, hospitals, police,
housing, vulnerable sectors, and other social and health services will meet and bring
high-risk cases forward for discussion,” explained Champlain Local Health Integration
Network CEO Chantale LeClerc. “By connecting people with the right supports when
they need them most, they’re able to restore healthy and productive lives.”

The Ottawa partnership is being championed by Ottawa Police Chief Charles Bordeleau,
in addition to City of Ottawa Medical Officer of Health Dr. Isra Levy, Ottawa Carleton
District School Board Director of Education Dr. Jennifer Adams, and Champlain Local
Health Integration Network CEO Chantale LeClerc.

The initiative, called MERIT (Multiagency Early Risk Intervention Tables), is a
collaborative partnership involving over 20 local, regional, and provincial agencies as
well as community based organizations. Building on the success of existing partnerships,
MERIT formalizes the approach to risk management and early preventative intervention
by utilizing existing partner resources to enhance and prioritize services.

“Ottawa's MERIT situation table will be a key part of building an even safer community
by bringing together community safety partners to ensure Ottawa residents get the
services they need, in an effective and efficient way,” Yasir Naqvi MPP, Ottawa Centre
and Minister of Community Safety and Correctional Services. “The MERIT table pilot
project builds on other successful situation tables being utilized across the province,
helping communities move from the old one-size-fits-all approach and allow
communities to proactively identify their risks, mobilize the proper resources, and
collaboratively make their communities safer.”

The program aims to address the risk factors that may lead to imminent social disorder,
harm, victimization, and/or criminality. This includes issues such as poor mental health,
alcohol or substance misuse, chronic truancy from school, inadequate housing, or
unemployment that impacts individuals, families, and the larger community. If left



unattended, these issues can escalate and require targeted enforcement, emergency
response, or intensive and costly support from health and social service providers.

The six month pilot is taking place in the southeast of Ottawa to build on and leverage
existing services and partnerships.

“The partnership piece of this model is critical,” said Chief Charles Bordeleau. “As a
police organization, we know that approximately 75-85% of our calls for service are not
related to crime or chargeable offences but rather social issues. This tells us how
important it is for us to collaborate with our partners to address the root causes of crime
and victimization.”

MERIT attempts to balance the requirement to assist those in need while respecting their
right to privacy. A specific process has been developed by privacy experts to address

confidentiality and to minimize the identifiable personal information that is disclosed and
available to participating agencies.

4. Suspicious package incident

The Ottawa Police is cautioning the public about leaving bags, boxes and parcels
unattended at local police stations, after a suspicious package incident yesterday at 245
Greenbank Road caused a service disruption.

“We have to err on the side of caution,” said Duty Inspector John Medeiros. “We are
required to treat any unattended parcel or bag as a suspicious package.”

Officers noticed a cardboard box that was left unattended at the front entrance when
Front Desk Services opened at 10a.m. The box appeared to contain clothing and included
a note stating, “I found this in my yard.”

The package was examined using an x-ray machine and deemed to be safe. During this
time, public services at the building were disrupted and resources had to be deployed to
examine the package.

“If you have something that needs to be turned over to police, it’s always best to call first,
to get instructions on what to do,” said Insp. Medeiros.

Anyone wishing to turn an item in to police, whether it is a bicycle, a firearm or a box the
contents of which are unknown, call police at 613-230-6211.

“This will enable police to determine the best way to handle the item, concluded Insp.
Medeiros. “The best response may be for an officer to attend where you are or for our
property services section to pick it up, rather than for you to bring it to a police station.”

1. Opération 0,08

2. Nouveau projet-pilote multiservices

Un nouveau projet-pilote multiservices vient d'étre inauguré dans le secteur Sud-Ouest
d'Ottawa pour aider les individus et les familles, les plus vulnérables a la victimisation ou
la criminalité, a recevoir les soutiens sociaux et ceux liés a la sareté et la santé dont ils
ont besoin. L'objectif est de coordonner une intervention efficace qui s'attaque aux causes
profondes du risque et qui réduit la probabilité d'une intensification du risque.

« Sur une base hebdomadaire, des professionnels de premiére ligne issus d'écoles,
d'hopitaux, de la police, du logement, des secteurs vulnérables, et d'autres services
sociaux et de santé locaux se réuniront et soumettront a la discussion des cas a risque
élevé, » explique la directrice générale du Réseau local d'intégration des services de santé
de Champlain, Chantale Leclerc. « En reliant les gens aux bons soutiens lorsqu'ils en ont
le plus besoin, ils sont en mesure de revenir a des vies saines et productives. »

L'initiative, baptisée MERIT (Multiagency Early Risk Intervention Tables), est un
partenariat de collaboration impliquant plus d'une vingtaine d'organismes locaux,
régionaux et provinciaux, ainsi que des organismes communautaires. Misant sur la
réussite de partenariats existants, MERIT officialise leur approche de gestion du risque et
d'intervention précoce en faisant appel aux ressources existantes des partenaires pour
rehausser et hiérarchiser les services.

« Le tableau de situation MERIT d'Ottawa sera une facette-clé de I'atteinte d'une
communauté encore plus en siireté, réunissant les partenaires de sécurité pour veiller a ce
que les résidents d'Ottawa obtiennent les services dont ils ont besoin, de maniere efficace
et efficiente », déclare Yasir Naqvi, député d’Ottawa-Centre et ministre de la Sécurité
communautaire et des Services correctionnels. « Le tableau du projet-pilote MERIT
s'appuie sur d'autres tableaux de situation fructueux utilisés a travers la province, aidant
les communautés a se défaire de I'ancienne approche passe-partout en leur permettant
d'identifier proactivement leurs risques, de mobiliser les ressources pertinentes, et
d'accroitre la sireté communautaire par la collaboration. »

Le programme vise a aborder les facteurs de risque pouvant mener au désordre social, au
préjudice, a la victimisation ou la criminalité imminents. Ceci met notamment en cause
des questions comme la mauvaise santé mentale, 1'abus d'alcool ou la toxicomanie,
I'absentéisme scolaire chronique, le logement inadéquat, ou le chdmage, qui touchent les
individus, les familles, et la collectivité dans son ensemble. Laissés a eux-mémes, ces
problemes peuvent s'aggraver et nécessiter une répression ciblée, une intervention
d'urgence ou un soutien intensif et cofiteux de la part des fournisseurs de services sociaux
et de santé.

Ce projet-pilote d'une durée de six mois a lieu dans le secteur Sud-Ouest d'Ottawa pour
s'appuyer sur les services et partenariats existants et en tirer le meilleur avantage.

« La facette partenariat de ce modele est critique, » dit le chef Charles Bordeleau. « En
tant qu'organisation policiere, nous savons qu'environ 75 a 85% de nos appels de service



n'ont pas rapport au crime ou a des délits pouvant aboutir a des accusations, mais plutot a
des questions sociales. Cela nous démontre a quel point il nous incombe de collaborer
avec nos partenaires pour aborder les causes fondamentales du crime et de la
victimisation. »

MERIT vise a établir un équilibre entre le besoin de venir en aide aux gens dans le besoin
et celui de respecter le droit au respect de leur vie privée. Un processus particulier a été
mis au point par des spécialistes en matiére de confidentialité pour résoudre les questions
de vie privée et réduire au minimum la divulgation, aux organismes participants, de
renseignements personnels identifiables et leur mise a disposition.

3. Incident concernant un colis suspect

La Police d'Ottawa met en garde le public contre la pratique de laisser sans surveillance
des boites et colis a des postes de police locaux, apres qu'un incident concernant un colis
suspect et survenu hier au 245, chemin Greenbank donna lieu a une perturbation de
services.

« Nous devons pécher par exces de prudence », dit I'inspecteur John Medeiros. « Nous
sommes tenus de traiter comme étant suspect tout sac ou colis ou laissé sans surveillance.
»

A 10 h, soit au moment de l'ouverture de la réception, des agents remarquerent une boite
de carton abandonnée a I'entrée principale. La boite semblait contenir des vétements et
était accompagnée d'un billet indiquant « J'ai trouvé ceci dans ma cour.»

Le colis fut examiné a I'aide d'un appareil de radiographie, et jugé comme ne posant
aucun danger. Pendant ce temps, les services au public dans I'immeuble furent
interrompus et des ressources durent étre affectées a I'examen du colis.

« Si vous avez quelque chose qui doit étre confié a la police, il est toujours préférable de
téléphoner avant d'agir, pour obtenir des instructions sur la marche a suivre », dit
l'inspecteur Medeiros.

A quiconque souhaite remettre un article a la police, qu'il s'agisse d'une bicyclette, d'une
arme a feu ou d'une boite dont le contenu est incertain, nous prions d'appeler la police en
composant le 613-230-6211.

« Ceci permettra a la police de déterminer la meilleure maniéere de traiter 1'objet »,
termine 1'inspecteur Medeiros. « Il est probable que la meilleure option soit celle ou un
agent se rende ou vous étes ou que notre Service des installations passe ramasser 1'objet.
Ne I'apportez pas a un poste de police. »

OPS and By-Law services base their work on call statistics. The more calls that you
make, the more neighbourhood services we receive. There are three steps to making the
call:

a) Deciding which number to phone.

If you have an emergency or see a crime in progress, call 9-1-1. If your car was broken
into or you need police to attend another non-urgent situation, please call the “other
emergencies” number (613-230-6211). To report an incident after it occurred without
police attending the scene, please call 613-236-1222 — ext. 7300. You can reach by-law
services at 3-1-1.

b) Getting a report number.

When the dispatcher answers, it is a good idea to ask for a report number immediately.
We’ve found that dispatchers sometimes hang up before we get to ask for a number or we
forget. Asking for a report number right away solves these problems.

¢) Share your report number and incident.

Please e-mail your report numbers and a brief description of the incident to your Block
Captain (if you have one), or directly to us.

Importance of Reporting Prostitution and Problem Addresses

Neighbourhood Watch members can support the police by writing down and phoning in
important information such as: vehicle descriptions and license plate numbers (specify
Ontario or Quebec) of anyone soliciting prostitutes, descriptions of drug dealers and
addresses of crack houses.
