1. John sweep in Vanier
Ottawa Police Service Central Neighbourhood officers conducted a John Sweep focusing
on the Vanier area on January 13-14, 2016.

“John sweep projects stem from community and business concerns in relation to ongoing
prostitution and males soliciting for that purpose in residential neighbourhoods,” said
Staff Sergeant Sam Fawaz, Central Neighbourhood Team. “We will continue to conduct
community safety initiatives in residential neighbourhoods.”

As aresult of this initiative, a total of 14 men were arrested for engaging in the
solicitation of prostitution. A total of 10 men qualified and agreed to participate in a John
School Pre-Charge Diversion Program.

Three men were charged with various Criminal offences, including Fail to comply with
recognizance and Mischief. One of the males charged was originally arrested twice on
the same night after agreeing to participate in the John School Pre charge diversion
program after his release on the initial arrest. One man was released without charges.

2. Traffic enforcement in school zones

With students returning from winter holiday break, the Ottawa Police Traffic sections,
assisted by School Resource Officers, conducted city-wide proactive traffic enforcement
blitzes in school zones.

The two-day enforcement campaign, which took place January 13" and 14" , focused on
traffic safety in and around school zones. In particular, officers looked for:

« speeding in school zones,

« failing to stop, failing to yield to pedestrians at school crossings,
« failing to obey crossing guards,

« failing to obey school bus signs,

e distracted driving.
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As aresult, a total of 127 Provincial Offence Notices were issued during this enforcement
campaign.

The Ottawa Police Service continues to remind drivers to be alert when driving; this
especially applies in school zones.

1. Campagne de ratissage des clients de la prostitution dans Vanier
Les agents de quartier de la division centrale du Service de police d’Ottawa ont mené une

campagne de ratissage des clients de la prostitution concentrée dans Vanier, les 13 et 14
janvier dernier.

« Les opérations de ratissage découle des inquiétudes de la collectivité et des
commercants face aux problémes continus liés a la prostitution et au racolage qui ont
cours dans les quartiers résidentiels, » dit le sergent d'état-major Sam Fawaz, de I'équipe
de quartier de la division centrale. « Nous allons poursuivre la tenue de ce type
d'initiative de slireté communautaire dans les quartiers résidentiels. »

En conséquence de cette initiative, 14 hommes furent arrétés pour sollicitation publique
aux fins de la prostitution. En tout, 10 d'entre eux se qualifiérent pour le programme
«John School» de déjudiciarisation pré-inculpation et acceptérent d'y participer.



Trois hommes furent inculpés de diverses infractions criminelles, notamment de non-
respect d'un engagement et de méfait. L'un des inculpés avait, a l'origine, été arrété a
deux reprises le méme soir, ayant accepté de prendre part au programme de
déjudiciarisation pré-inculpation « John School » avant d'étre relaché apres sa premiére
arrestation. Un homme fut remis en liberté sans étre inculpé.

2. Campagnes-éclair d’application des reglements de la circulation en zone scolaire
A l'occasion du retour des étudiants de leur congé hivernal, les sections de la circulation

de la Police d'Ottawa, secondées par les agents scolaires, ont mené des campagnes-éclair
d'application des reglements de la circulation en zone scolaire a travers la ville.

La campagne d'une durée de deux jours, menée les 13 et 14 janvier, mit I'accent sur la
sécurité de la circulation dans les zones scolaires et leurs alentours. Les agents étaient
particulierement a l'affut des infractions suivantes :

Défait de s'arréter, défaut de céder la priorité aux piétons a un passage pour
écolier

Défaut d'obéir a un brigadier scolaire

Non-respect des signaux d'un autobus scolaire
. Conduite inattentive

En conséquence, un total de 127 avis d'infractions provinciales lors de cette campagne
d'application des reglements.

OPS and By-Law services base their work on call statistics. The more calls that you
make, the more neighbourhood services we receive. There are three steps to making the
call:

a) Deciding which number to phone.

If you have an emergency or see a crime in progress, call 9-1-1. If your car was broken
into or you need police to attend another non-urgent situation, please call the “other
emergencies” number (613-230-6211). To report an incident after it occurred without
police attending the scene, please call 613-236-1222 — ext. 7300. You can reach by-law
services at 3-1-1.

b) Getting a report number.

When the dispatcher answers, it is a good idea to ask for a report number immediately.
We’ve found that dispatchers sometimes hang up before we get to ask for a number or we
forget. Asking for a report number right away solves these problems.

¢) Share your report number and incident.

Please e-mail your report numbers and a brief description of the incident to your Block
Captain (if you have one), or directly to us.

Importance of Reporting Prostitution and Problem Addresses

Neighbourhood Watch members can support the police by writing down and phoning in
important information such as: vehicle descriptions and license plate numbers (specify
Ontario or Quebec) of anyone soliciting prostitutes, descriptions of drug dealers and
addresses of crack houses.
