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1. Break and enter reports on the rise

The Ottawa Police Service Break and Enter Unit has noticed an increase in reports of
residential break and enters in which the suspect(s) use fire escapes and/or balconies to
enter the residence.

Residents are reminded to keep their doors locked, even when at home, and to ensure any
access points, garage, doors, patio doors and windows are also locked.

Locking windows is a must for ground floor and second floor windows that are easily
accessible by other means, for example the garage roof or fire escape. The addition of
extra security measures for patio doors, such as a security bar or wood stick, will aid in
preventing the door from being pried open.

Do not leave valuables that may be easily viewed in front of windows or inside doors. We
ask that residents always note and report suspicious persons in your neighbourhood.

There has been 35 break ins reported in the Central District area (including ByWard
Market, Sandy Hill, Vanier, Centertown) since December 23, 2015. They mostly occur
between 4pm and 11 pm. Items usually stolen are laptops, cash and jewellery.

partnership with the Community Foundation of Ottawa, have the honour to provide the
Thomas G. Flanagan S.C. Scholarship to racialized and Aboriginal women who express
an interest in joining the Ottawa Police.

. ~ Scholarship funds are derived from an endowment arranged
upon the 1993 retirement of the late Ottawa Chief of Police, Thomas G. Flanagan, S.C.,
in recognition of his distinguished and community-oriented policing career.

The scholarship provides an annual award of $1,500 that is drawn from the fund's annual
accumulated interest. The Community Foundation of Ottawa maintains the fund. The
award is subsequently forwarded to an accredited educational institution in the name of
the successful candidate who has met the compulsory criteria and has been recommended
by the selection committee, in the given year. There have been exceptions to this in
previous years when the student's tuition was covered by other means and the award was
instead used for school related fees.

1. Hausse de I’incidence de cambriolages
L'Unité des introductions par effraction du Service de police d'Ottawa a noté une hausse

de l'incidence de cambriolages signalés lors desquels les malfaiteurs s'introduisent dans
des résidences en passant par un escalier de secours ou un balcon.

On rappelle aux résidents de garder leurs portes verrouillées, méme pendant qu'ils se
trouvent a la maison, et de veiller a ce que tous les points d'acces, notamment le garage,
les portes-fenétres, et les fenétres soient également verrouillés.

Verrouiller les fenétres est essentiel dans le cas de fenétres du rez-de-chaussée et du
deuxieme étage, qui sont facilement accessibles par d'autres voies, par exemple le toit du
garage ou l'escalier de secours. L'ajout de mesures de sécurité supplémentaires aux
portes-fenétres coulissantes, comme une barre de sécurité ou un baton de bois, aidera a
empécher la porte d'étre forcée.

Ne laissez pas d'objets de valeur en vue prées des fenétres ou des portes. Nous prions les
résidents de toujours noter et signaler la présence d'individus suspects dans le quartier

Depuis le 23 décembre, 35 introductions par effraction ont été signalées au sein de la
division centrale (qui comprend le Marché By, Cote-de-sable, Vanier et le centre-ville).
Dans la plupart des cas, ces cambriolages surviennent entre 16 et 23 heures, et les
articles volés sont habituellement des ordinateurs portables, de I'argent comptant et des
bijoux.

Flanagan, E.C., en reconnaissance de sa longue carriére policiére marquée d'une grande
ouverture envers la collectivité.
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La bourse d'études offre un prix annuel de 1,500% qui est tiré des intéréts annuels
accumulés du fonds. La Fondation communautaire d'Ottawa assure le maintien du fonds.
Le montant de la bourse est par la suite transféré aux soins d'un établissement
d'enseignement postsecondaire agréé, au nom de la candidate choisie, qui aura rempli les
critéres obligatoires et été recommandée, cette année-la, par le comité de sélection. Cette
regle a connu quelques exceptions par les années passées, lorsque les droits de scolarité
de I'étudiante furent couverts par d'autres moyens et que la bourse fut utilisée pour
couvrir d'autres types de frais scolaires.

OPS and By-Law services base their work on call statistics. The more calls that you
make, the more neighbourhood services we receive. There are three steps to making the
call:

a) Deciding which number to phone.

If you have an emergency or see a crime in progress, call 9-1-1. If your car was broken
into or you need police to attend another non-urgent situation, please call the “other
emergencies” number (613-230-6211). To report an incident after it occurred without
police attending the scene, please call 613-236-1222 — ext. 7300. You can reach by-law
services at 3-1-1.

b) Getting a report number.

When the dispatcher answers, it is a good idea to ask for a report number immediately.
We’ve found that dispatchers sometimes hang up before we get to ask for a number or we
forget. Asking for a report number right away solves these problems.

¢) Share your report number and incident.

Please e-mail your report numbers and a brief description of the incident to your Block
Captain (if you have one), or directly to us.

Importance of Reporting Prostitution and Problem Addresses

Neighbourhood Watch members can support the police by writing down and phoning in
important information such as: vehicle descriptions and license plate numbers (specify
Ontario or Quebec) of anyone soliciting prostitutes, descriptions of drug dealers and
addresses of crack houses.
