1. Regulated Interactions
The Ottawa Police Service is moving forward with the implementation of Regulated

Interactions after completing the necessary training and technological components
required by the provincial Regulation.

In March 2016, the Minister of Community Safety and Correctional Services announced
new Ontario Regulation 58/16 for Regulated Interactions, formerly known as street
checks. The Regulation took effect on January 1, 2017 but the implementation was
delayed while the Ottawa Police completed necessary requirements.

“A significant amount of work has been carried out by our Service to ensure compliance
with the Regulation, especially in relation to provincially mandated training, data
management processes and storage, auditing and reporting,” said Insp. Mark Patterson,
Project Lead with the Ottawa Police Service. “Beginning March 28", only Ottawa Police
officers who have taken the training will be permitted to utilize this important intelligence
gathering tool.”

The Regulation provided direction for voluntary police-public interactions without bias or
discrimination. It also established rules for data collection, retention, access and
management, training, and policy and procedures with audit and public reporting
requirements.

Members of the community are encouraged to visit
ottawapolice.ca/regulatedinteractions to learn more about these types of interactions,
when they apply and how data will be collected.

“As a Police Service, our priority continues to be community engagement built upon
crime prevention and community safety initiatives while balancing the rights of
individuals,” said Insp. Patterson.

The Gatineau Police Service and Ottawa Police Service’s Selective Traffic Enforcement
Program (STEP) focused on following too closely and stop sign violations during the
month of January, resulting in 295 charges being laid against road users. STEP focused
on vehicle occupant restraints and red light running during the month of February,
resulting in 451 charges being laid against road users.

1, Des interactions réglementées

Le Service de police d'Ottawa va de 1'avant avec la mise en ceuvre des interactions
réglementées apres avoir terminé les éléments de formation et de technologie exigés en
vertu du reglement provincial.

En mars 2016, le ministre de la sécurité communautaire et des services correctionnels fit
I'annonce du nouveau Reglement de I'Ontario 58/16 sur les interactions réglementées,
connues auparavant sous le nom de controles de routine. Le réeglement entra en vigueur le

1¢ janvier 2017, mais sa mise en ceuvre fut reportée tandis que la Police d’Ottawa
s'affairait a remplir les conditions nécessaires.

« Des efforts considérables ont été déployés par notre Service en vue d'assurer sa
conformité au reglement, particulierement en rapport aux exigences provinciales en
matiere de formation, de processus de gestion, d'entreposage, de vérification et de
communication des données, » a déclaré l'inspecteur Mark Patterson, qui dirige le projet
pour le Service de police d'Ottawa. « A compter du 28 mars, seuls les agents de la Police
d'Ottawa ayant suivi cette formation pourront faire appel a cet important outil de collecte
de renseignements. »

Le reglement émet des directives pour des interactions volontaires, sans préjugé ou
discrimination, entre la police et le public. Il établit des regles portant sur la collecte, la
rétention, l'acces et la gestion des données, la formation, la politique et la procédure, et
comprend des exigences en matiere de vérification et de présentation de rapports destinés
au public.

Les membres de la collectivité sont invités a visiter

le ottawapolice.ca/interactionsreglementees pour en savoir plus long sur de telles
interactions, dans quelles circonstances elles ont lieu, et la maniere dont seront recueillies
les données.

« En tant que service de police, notre priorité demeure une mobilisation de la collectivité
reposant sur des initiatives de prévention du crime et de sécurité communautaire, sans
toutefois négliger les droits individuels, » conclut I'inspecteur Patterson.

2. Le PASC au mois de janvier et au mois de février : 746 constats d’infraction

Dans le cadre de leur Programme d’application sélective en matiere de circulation
(PASCQ), le Service de police de la Ville de Gatineau et le Service de police d’Ottawa ont
concentré leurs interventions, en janvier, sur le talonnage et le non-respect des panneaux
d’arrét. Résultat : 295 constats d’infraction ont été remis aux contrevenants. En février, la
campagne portait sur le bouclage des ceintures et le non-respect des feux rouges, ce qui a
mené a la remise de 451 constats.

OPS and By-Law services base their work on call statistics. The more calls that you
make, the more neighbourhood services we receive. There are three steps to making the
call:

a) Deciding which number to phone.

If you have an emergency or see a crime in progress, call 9-1-1. If your car was broken
into or you need police to attend another non-urgent situation, please call the “other
emergencies” number (613-230-6211). To report an incident after it occurred without
police attending the scene, please call 613-236-1222 — ext. 7300. You can reach by-law
services at 3-1-1.

b) Getting a report number.

When the dispatcher answers, it is a good idea to ask for a report number immediately.
We’ve found that dispatchers sometimes hang up before we get to ask for a number or we
forget. Asking for a report number right away solves these problems.

¢) Share your report number and incident.

Please e-mail your report numbers and a brief description of the incident to your Block
Captain (if you have one), or directly to us.

Importance of Reporting Prostitution and Problem Addresses

Neighbourhood Watch members can support the police by writing down and phoning in
important information such as: vehicle descriptions and license plate numbers (specify
Ontario or Quebec) of anyone soliciting prostitutes, descriptions of drug dealers and
addresses of crack houses.
