A neighbour reports being approached at home by men implying they are with the City
and asking to check her furnace to ensure it meets environmental standards. Your best
response if they should come to your door is to say “no.” This is a common ploy to
manoeuvre you into buying a new furnace.

“BBBSO creates and supports mentoring relationships for over a thousand youth every
year both in the community and schools across Ottawa, providing a positive impact at
school, at home and ultimately helping these youth to grow into vibrant members of the
community. We are thrilled that funds raised from the Gala will support the expansion of
our programs, reaching an additional one hundred at-risk youth by matching them with
Police Officer mentors.

Ottawa Victim Services (OVS) was selected as the second recipient because of its referral
and advocacy program it runs for Ottawa-area victims of crime. The goal of the agency is
to lessen the trauma of being victimized by providing individual support, counseling,
