1. Shooting on Carruthers
Frontline officers responded to a call for possible shots fired in the 100 block of
Carruthers Avenue at approx. 3:42am this morning.

A deceased male, in his early 20s year old, was located in the area. He will not be
identified as next of kin notification is still underway.

Major Crime is investigating this as a homicide. No further information is available at
this time.

2. Drug investigation on Hinchey
In early October 2018, the Ottawa Police Guns and Gangs Unit and Surveillance Team

started an investigation into drug dealing activities.

On October 24", a Controlled Drugs and Substances Act (CDSA) search warrant was
executed at two different locations - one on Hinchey Avenue and the other on
Masonbrook Street.

Seized items include:

» Approximately $45,000 in Canadian currency
» Approximately 3.5 kg of Cocaine

As aresult of the investigation John KABBOUCHI, 31 years old of Ottawa, was charged
with:
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* Possession for the purpose of trafficking cocaine x2
« Possession of proceeds of crime

John MAUVIEL, 31 years old of Ottawa, was charged with:

« Possession for the purpose of trafficking cocaine
* Possession of proceeds of crime

Jason TEITLEBAUM, 29 years old of Ottawa, was charged with:
* Possession of proceeds of crime.

KABBOUCHI and MAUVIEL will appear in show cause court today. TEITLEBAUM
was released with a promise to appear.

1. Saisie de drogues sur Hinchey
Au début d'octobre 2018, 1'Unité des armes a feu et des bandes de rue de la Police
d'Ottawa ouvrit une enquéte portant sur des activités de commerce de drogue.

Le 24 octobre, des perquisitions avec mandat furent effectuées, en vertu de la Loi
réglementant certaines drogues et autres substances, a deux endroits - 1'une sur 'avenue
Hinchey et l'autre sur la rue Masonbrook.

Parmi ce qui fut saisi, on compte:

. Environ 45 000$ en devise canadienne
. Pres de 3,5 kg de cocaine

. Possession de cocaine en vue d'en faire le trafic (2 chefs)
. Possession de produits de la criminalité

. Possession de cocaine en vue d'en faire le trafic
. Possession de produits de la criminalité

Jason TEITLEBAUM, agé de 29 ans et d'Ottawa, fut inculpé de:

. Possession de produits de la criminalité
