The designated cleanup areas are the south side of
Amanda above the transitway; the boulevard on
Northwestern and the path at its north end; along the
fence on Patricia and Pontiac; and in the Champlain
Woods between the fence and the parkway. It also
includes the beach area along the river at the foot of
Carleton, and any other public spaces you think could use
some help.

We recommend wearing pants and long-sleeved
shirts, appropriate footwear and gloves. The City will
provide garbage bags.
