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1.  STEP in April
The Gatineau Police Service and Ottawa Police Service’s Selective Traffic Enforcement 
Program (STEP) will focus on unsafe vehicles and heavy trucks and cycling safety during
the month of April. 

Unsafe Vehicles and Heavy Trucks:

Between 2013 and 2017, there were 4,062 collisions involving unsafe vehicles resulting 
in 722 injuries and 18 deaths. 

Cycling Safety      

Between 2013 and 2017, there were 1,460 collisions involving cyclists with 1,281 
injuries and 8 fatalities.  

The Safer Roads Ottawa Program is a leading community partnership between Ottawa 
Fire Services, Ottawa Paramedic Service, Ottawa Police Service, Ottawa Public Health 
and the Transportation Services Department committed to preventing or eliminating road 
deaths and serious injuries for all people in the City of Ottawa, through culture change, 
community engagement, and development of a sustainable safe transportation 
environment.  

Also participating in the Safer Roads Ottawa Program are the Royal Canadian Mounted 
Police (RCMP), Ontario Provincial Police (OPP), Sureté du Québec, Department of 
National Defense’s Military Police and Gatineau Police Service to improve road safety 
for all residents of the national capital region. 

Ottawa residents have identified traffic safety as a top priority. The Safer Roads Ottawa 
Program is committed to using available resources to make Ottawa roads safer for 
residents.

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Pendant le mois d’avril, le Service de police de Gatineau et le Service de police 
d’Ottawa, par l’intermédiaire de son Programme d’application sélective en matière de 
circulation (PASC), mettront l’accent sur les véhicules non sécuritaires et camions 
lourds et la sécurité à vélo. 

Véhicules non sécuritaires et camions lourds

De 2013 à 2017, il y a eu 4,062 collisions signalées sur les routes d’Ottawa impliquant 
des véhicules non sécuritaires, ayant causé 722 blessés et 18 décès. 

Sécurité à vélo

De 2013 à 2017, 1460 collisions en lien avec des cyclistes ont entraîné 1281 blessures et 
8 décès.  

Le Programme d’amélioration de la sécurité des routes à Ottawa est un important 
partenariat communautaire liant le Service des incendies d’Ottawa, le Service paramédic 
d’Ottawa, le Service de police d’Ottawa, Santé publique Ottawa et les direction générale 
des transports, et qui s’engage à la prévention ou l’élimination des décès et des blessures 
graves sur la route pour le bien commun à Ottawa, par la voie du changement culturel, de
l’engagement communautaire et du développement d’un environnement de transport 
durable et sûr. 

Parmi les participants au Programme d’amélioration de la sécurité des routes à Ottawa, 
on compte aussi la Gendarmerie royale du Canada (GRC), la Police provinciale de 
l’Ontario (PPO), la Sûreté du Québec, la Police militaire du ministère de la Défense 
nationale et le Service de police de Gatineau, visant tous à accroître la sécurité routière 
pour tous les résidents de la région de la capitale nationale. 

Les résidents d’Ottawa ont identifié la sécurité routière parmi leurs fortes priorités. Le 
Programme d’amélioration de la sécurité des routes à Ottawa s’est engagé à faire appel 
aux ressources disponibles pour rendre les routes d’Ottawa plus sûres pour ses résidents.
